Town Board Meeting

April 10, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 3:05 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Public comment:

Randy Scott commented that Waste Management does not have locks on the tops of the containers at the recycle center.  When these are dumped into the truck, the tops open and garbage blows all over the area.

Review and consider applications for operator (bartender) licenses for: Ashley Sunde, Katie Zwick, Lori Winter and Makila Carter.
All the applicants have taken the required beverage server course and filed the application form.  Katie Zwick does have two violations for underage drinking which appeared on a check of the Wisconsin Circuit Court Access site.

Grove moved to approve the licenses for all the applicants with the condition that a letter be issued to Ms. Zwick and her employer, Phillip Hollis of Patches Tavern, informing her that any further violations related to underage drinking or serving underage individuals may result in immediate revocation of her operator’s license in Bristol.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an acreage adjustment from 1 acre to 5 acres to a CSM for a property at 2444 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 21, by John Bennesh.
Surveyor Dan Birrenkott has increased the acreage on the CSM to eliminate the problems caused by the many outbuildings on this parcel.  Dulin moved to approve the CSM land division on the condition that it be limited to 5 animal units as defined under RH zoning.  Grove seconded, motion carried.
Review and consider a variance request to allow an existing garage to remain in the road right of way and to allow the existing house to stay in the 30 foot front yard setback at 2444 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 21 by John Bennesh.
In order to meet the extra-territorial jurisdiction requirements of the City of Sun Prairie,  the right-of-way for this property was extended, making the existing garage and home non-conforming.
Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to recommend approval of the variance request to Dane County.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM land division at the property at 3165 and 3174 Gilbertson Road, Sec. 6 by Keith Gilbertson.
Attorney Hazelbaker reviewed a proposed list of conditions for this CSM.   Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the CSM with the conditions.  Motion carried.
Review and consider a CSM to create a legal land division of a 2.5 acre parcel at the intersection of Elder Lane, Twin Lane Road and U.S. Highway 151, Sec. 14, by Josh Moe.
The Plan Commission recommended approval of the CSM with the condition that there be no access to Twin Lane Road or Elder Lane from this parcel except on the lower southwest 328.06’ boundary line.
Grove moved to approve the CSM with the following 2 conditions:

1. Restriction allowing access only on the southwest corner of the property on Elder Lane.

2. No residential development on the parcel.

Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a final plat for a 16-lot subdivision, Parker’s Place, at 6997 Briar Lane, Sec. 19, by Greg Parker.
Neighboring residents expressed concern regarding a subdivision sign for this development.  A condition was added that requires the developer to discuss signage with Sherwood Forest residents.  Mr. Harold Silvester will serve as the contact person in Sherwood Forest.
Dulin moved to approve the final plat of Parker’s Place with the list of 18 conditions supplied by Attorney Hazelbaker.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an exception to the Land Division/Subdivision Ordinance to allow a CSM for 4 lots at 2825 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 29, by Steve Knaus.
Mr. Knaus has a proposed 4-lot CSM for an infill area within the development zone.  Due to the economic issues associated with a preliminary plat for such a small area, he is asking to subdivide via CSM.

Grove moved to grant an exception and approve the 4-lot CSM with the 13 conditions supplied by Attorney Hazelbaker.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for The Gardens of Bristol, an 82-lot subdivision north of Egre Road, Sec. 30 by Don Tierney.
The list of conditions supplied by the Town Attorney was reviewed.  On condition #18, the Town either needs to grant Mr. Tierney an exception to the 33,000 square foot minimum lot size or the preliminary plat needs to be revised to meet that requirement.  Surveyor Dan Birrenkott explained that the plat contains over 15 acres of park and open space and that the soils have been tested and found suitable for septic systems on the smaller lots.
Dulin moved to approve a variance from the Town requirement of 33,000 square foot minimum lot sizes based on the conservancy features of the proposal.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Condition #20 was changed to read that the specific lot allocation will be outlined in the developer’s agreement.
Condition #22 was revised to say that non-park trail areas will be mowed by adjoining property owners.  Trails through the parks will be maintained by the Town.

Grove moved to modify the conditions as noted above.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Dulin then moved to approve the preliminary plat of The Gardens of Bristol with the amended list of conditions.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat for Burnson’s Ridge, a 28-lot subdivision located at the northeast corner of the intersection of Vinburn and Norway Roads, Sec. 18, by William Paulson.
Dennis Norton presented engineering information showing that post-development storm water runoff volume will be reduced 12-13% due to the detention areas and infiltration systems to be built into the development.
Grove moved to approve the preliminary plat of Burnson’s Ridge with the list of amended conditions supplied by Attorney Hazelbaker.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider the 2% lot allocation plan recommended by the Plan Commission.
The plan recommended by the Plan Commission did not allocate any lots in 2006 in order to build a cushion for other infill type projects that may be proposed and to give time for the Town to work on a “neighborhood plan”.

After discussion, Dulin moved to postpone the decision on the 2% allocation plan.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider hiring a part-time summer employee.
Chairman Derr explained that the growing number of parks have created a need for an additional employee during the summer months to take on mowing and other landscape tasks.  The individual will be hired as a seasonal worker who will not be eligible for unemployment compensation at the end of the summer.

Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to move forward in the process of hiring a part-time summer employee.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report 

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 5:40 p.m.
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
