Revaluation Meeting &Town Board Meeting

August 14, 2006

Chairman Derr called the revaluation meeting to order at 6:15 p.m.  Linda Gardiner of Gardiner Appraisals did a presentation on the procedures that will be followed for the upcoming Town – wide revaluation.  She then answered questions from the audience and Town Board.

The revaluation portion of the meeting ended at 6:55 p.m.

Chairman Derr called the Town Board meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the July 10, 2006 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve as written.

Public comment:

Karen Kvalo asked that copies of the monthly expenses be set out on the table along with the agendas.  She then asked how much the Town is spending on the proposed Neighborhood Plan in the development area and whether the residents will have an opportunity to provide input into the plan.  Chairman Derr explained that the current map is just a concept and a means of getting discussion started.  There will be a great deal of opportunity for public input in the coming months.
Annie Tremaine feels that the Town should consider increasing the park fees since the current fees will not support the network of parks and trails being considered.

Virginia Anderle from Sherwood Forest commented that the new town open burning ordinance is especially difficult for residents of Sherwood Forest since the abundance of trees and vegetation is difficult to maintain and clean up after.  She asked the Town to consider having designated burn days each month or to reduce the distance from neighboring properties required under the ordinance.
Dan Hopfensperger reported that the Parks Committee is continuing work on the walking path through Brooks Ridge Park.  He thinks that the Town will be able to purchase approximately 100 trees with the urban forestry grant money.  They are looking at a variety of pines and hardwood varieties as well as some ornamental trees.  They are also working on gathering estimates for the trail construction.
Public hearing on an application for a Class B Combination Beer and Liquor License by Rowan Hollis, for Patches Tavern, 6925 Elder Lane.

Mr. Hollis explained that he has re-taken ownership from his son Phillip Hollis who defaulted on a land contract.  He plans to re-open the bar with a country music theme and with an emphasis on pool leagues, volleyball and horseshoes.  He has been doing a great deal of clean-up on the property.  He further stated that Phillip has moved out of the building and will not be involved in the business.

Annie Tremaine asked if there would be adult entertainment at the bar. Mr. Hollis said there would not.

John Steir voiced concerns regarding past instances where Patches customers have been driving around in his farm fields, large amounts of trash in the fields and ditches and police calls to the location.  He also stated Mr. Hollis had, in the past, removed a fence along the property which kept people out of the fields.  He said that these problems do not exist now that the tavern has been closed.

Henry Steir, another neighboring land owner, said that the location has been a tavern since 1938 and it was never a problem until Rowan took over.  He cited the example of Mr. Hollis pumping septic water out into the fields.

Mr. Hollis replied that he never took the fence down and doesn’t recall any prior incidents of his patrons in the neighboring fields.  He said he will make every effort to keep the neighbors happy and has already done a great deal to clean up the area.  

Town Supervisor Dulin asked how he was planning to control underage patrons since he had prior incidences of an underage bartender and patrons in the bar after closing when he last owned the establishment.  Mr. Hollis stated he was unaware of any of these incidences.

Public hearing closed at 8:17 p.m.

Review and consider an application for a Class B Combination Beer and Liquor license by Rowan Hollis, for Patches Tavern, 6925 Elder Lane.

Attorney Hazelbaker explained that this is a new application rather than a renewal since Patches has not had a liquor license since midnight on June 30, 2006.  He recommended denying the application based on the history of the applicant and his former management of the business.
Dulin moved to deny the liquor license application by Rowan Hollis based on the past history of management problems, underage drinking issues and environmental health issues.  Grove seconded.  Roll call vote:  Dulin, yes, Derr, yes, Grove, yes.  Motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote.

Review and consider a CSM to combine three existing lots into two lots at 1678 Greenway Road, Sec. 25, by Ronald Humphrey.
Mr. Humphrey has 3 lots.  One of the lots contained a rental house which burned down.  He wishes to combine the 3 lots into 2 and construct a new home for himself on one.  He will not be rebuilding the house that was destroyed.

The Bristol Plan Commission voted unanimously to approve the CSM.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the CSM.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request to rezone a portion of the proposed Lehman’s Addition Plat, 6905 Norway Road, Sec. 19 from C-1/LC-1 to A-1.
It was discovered during preliminary plat approval that a small portion of Mr. Lehman’s property has a commercial zoning.  He needs to change it back to A-1 to allow for residential development of that lot.
Dulin moved to approve the rezone back to A-1.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was read.

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded. Motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:35 p.m.
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
