Town Board Meeting

January 9, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the December 5, 20 and 21 meetings were read.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve the minutes of December 20 and 21 as written and the minutes of December 5 with a correction to the current price for kennel licenses in the Town of Bristol.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Announcements:  The Town has been awarded an Urban Forestry Grant in the amount of $5300 for planting trees along the Brooks Ridge nature path this year.

Public comment: none
Review and consider an estimate for a town wide property re-valuation by Greg Gardiner of Gardiner Appraisals.

The last re-valuation in Bristol was in 2000.  We are down to 78% of value and have been notified by the State that we must re-value the property in town.

Mr. Gardiner explained that with new re-valuations, he has been setting up municipalities with a computer program that stores all assessment data and photos for ease in accessing values and information.  His estimate is $42,200 based on the number of building units in the Town.  The costs of maintenance will be billed separately.  He plans to begin in the summer of 2006 and finish in 2007.

Dulin moved to approve the estimate from Gardiner Appraisals.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a rezone request from B-1 to R-2 for the property at 1914 County Road V, Sec. 2, by Nicole Cobb.

Ms. Cobb’s property was formerly a store and has a business zoning.  She needs the rezone to qualify for a home mortgage.

Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the rezone request from B-1 to R-2.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM Land Division to divide the buildings off an agricultural parcel at 2444 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 21 by Harold and Robert Bennesh.

The Board had postponed this item to allow the surveyor to adjust the lot line limiting the new lot to one driveway as requested by the Board.  The amended CSM was submitted by Dan Birrenkott Surveying.

Grove moved to approve the amended CSM.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution supporting agreements between the Town of Bristol and the State Elections Board for use of the Statewide Voter Registration System (SVRS).

The State Elections Board is requiring this agreement to assure voters that their personal information is secure in the SVRS.  Grove moved to approve the resolution.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a bartender license by Stefani Burns.

Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve the bartender license for Stafani Burns.

Review and confirm an appointment for the Plan Commission Chairperson to fill the position currently vacant.

Plan Commission Chairman Richard Renk sent a letter to Town Chairman Derr on 12/27/2005 resigning his position as Chair of the Plan Commission due to his absence during the winter months.  He will resign from the Commission altogether in November of 2006.

Chairman Derr recommended the appointment of Len Ringelstetter to fill the Plan Commission Chair for the remainder of Mr. Renk’s term.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to confirm the appointment of Len Ringelstetter to the Plan Commission Chairperson position.

Final 2005 Budget Adjustments

Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to postpone.

Treasurer’s report.

Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Second by Supervisor Dulin.  Motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Second by Supervisor Grove.  Meeting ended at 7:17 p.m.
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
