Town Board Meeting 

July 10, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Derr, Grove.  Absent:  Dulin.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the June 7, 2006 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Derr seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:  none.

Review and discuss options for additional law enforcement services in the Town of Bristol for 2007.
Bristol and Burke currently have a contract with the Sheriff’s Department for additional police services.  However, Burke has notified us that they will not be renewing the contract in 2007, although they will still contract for some additional services on a per hour basis.  In order for us to continue to have the services of a designated deputy (currently Deputy Dale Veto), another municipality would need to contract for the remaining hours of the contract.  The Sheriff’s Department is working on this.  If the contract cannot be renewed, the Town would still be able to contract on a per hour basis.
Review and consider granting a waiver of the plat requirement for a single-lot land division within the development zone at 3069 Vinburn Road, Sec. 19, by Ron and Monica Riege.

The Riege’s plan to divide off their current home and one acre off their property to enable them to build a new home on the remainder of the parcel.  The land is in the development zone, but it is not economically feasible to divide a single lot by preliminary plat.  They are asking for a waiver from the plat requirement.  

Grove moved to grant an exemption from the plat requirement.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM Land division at 3069 Vinburn Road, Sec. 19, by Ron and Monica Riege.

The Riege’s provided a revised CSM with the 33 foot dedication at the south boundary of the parcel to allow for future expansion of Midnight Sun Drive as requested by the Plan Commission.  

Grove moved to approve the CSM.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss a concept plan for Winfield Estates, Wende Addition, a proposed development of 21.7 acres north of Vinburn Road, Sec. 18, by John and Patricia Wende.
The Wendes have met with the Plan Commission regarding this concept, but wanted feedback from the Town Board regarding the feasibility of a condominium development vs. a single family development at this location.
Discussion brought about questions as to how condos would count toward the 25 lot per year limit and how this type of plan would be viewed by County Zoning.

Review and consider the final plat for Burnson’s Ridge, a 28 lot subdivision located at the NE corner of the intersection of Vinburn and Norway Roads, Sec. 18 by William Paulson.
The following conditions were added to the list for this plat:

· Outlots 1 and 2 to be owned and maintained by homeowners association.

· Access trail from Burnson Drive to outlot 1.

· Lots 18 and 19 to maintain an easement until Burnson Drive is built through.

· No access to Vinburn Road from Lot 22.

Grove moved, Derr seconded, to approve the final plat with the list of 24 conditions.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a preliminary plat fro Lehman’s Addition, an 11 lot subdivision of 14.4 acres a t 6905 Norway Road, Sec. 19, by Robert Lehman.
Grove moved to approve the preliminary plat of Lehman’s Addition with the list of 23 conditions approved by the Plan Commission.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a bartender license for Teresa Heiman, N615 County Road N, Rio, WI 53960.
Derr moved to approve the bartender license for Teresa Heiman.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an estimate for seal coating the Town Hall parking lot.

Fahrner Asphalt has given an estimate of $2069 for seal coating and re-striping the parking lot at the Town Hall.  Grove moved to approve the estimate.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider plans for a wall mural at the Town Hall and decide whether to accept contributions toward the cost of the work.
There are plans to have a historical pictorial of Bristol done on the long hallway wall.  After discussion, it was decided to solicit contributions for local businesses to cover the cost rather than using taxpayer money.  Grove moved, Derr seconded, to proceed with soliciting contributions for this project.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Grove moved to adjourn.  Derr seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:35 p.m.
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
