Town Board Meeting

March 13, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the February Board meeting were read.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Announcements:  Chairman Derr has spoken with Sun Prairie Mayor Chase regarding the intergovernmental planning work group.  The City will be appointing representatives.
Public Comment:  Vern Bedner said that he has been approached by a group from Bristol Lutheran Church that wants to volunteer to help with various town projects.  The Town will check with our insurance carrier to be sure we have coverage for volunteers.

Review and consider a CSM to create a legal land division of an existing 23.08 acre parcel on Happy Valley Road, Sec. 21 by Tom Viken.

Mr. Viken has been informed by Dane County Planning that no CSM was recorded for this parcel at the time it was divided many years ago.  It is therefore not a legally zoned parcel.
Attorney Hazelbaker recommended approving the CSM with a deed restriction limiting the lot to one driveway location to be approved by the Town and stating that no additional divisions are allowed.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the CSM with the recommended deed restriction.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request for a variance for setbacks and for the square footage of accessory building at 2444 Happy Valley Road, Sec. 21 by Robert and Harold Bennesh.

There is no zoning classification that would allow for the number of accessory buildings on this property.  After discussion, Dan Birrenkott, surveyor and representative for the Bennesh family asked the board to postpone this issue to allow him to contact the property owners and discuss other alternatives.
Dulin moved to postpone.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on proposed revision to the Town Weight Limit Ordinance.
No public comment.

Review and consider amendments to the Town Weight Limit Ordinance.

No revised draft was available for the meeting.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to postpone.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on an Ordinance to Adopt the State of Wisconsin Uniform Building Code.
Discussion regarding placement of mailboxes in subdivisions as a part of this Ordinance was held.  Attorney Hazelbaker will make changes to the draft.
Review and consider an Ordinance Adopting the State of Wisconsin Uniform Building Code.

Dulin moved to postpone until draft is finalized.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Public hearing on proposed Open Burning Ordinance.
Attorney Hazelbaker reviewed his draft ordinance and discussed state laws regarding burning.  Most burning is already prohibited under State law except small amounts of clean wood and brush.  He will make changes to the draft for the next meeting.

Review and consider an Open Burning Ordinance.

Grove moved to postpone.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on an amendment to the Town Engine Braking Ordinance to include the East Bristol area.
Attorney Hazelbaker needs a definition of “East Bristol” for the Ordinance.   He will redraft for a future meeting.

Review and consider an amendment to the Town Engine Braking Ordinance to include East Bristol.

Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to postpone.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 26, amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, Regarding TDR Zoning Districts.

Dulin moved to deny.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 27 amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, Regarding Permitted Uses in the C-1 and C-2 Commercial Districts.

This ordinance amendment would permit LC1 to be a permitted use in C-1 or C-2 districts.  Dulin moved to deny.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Confirmation of Planning Commission appointment.

No action was taken on this item.

Treasurer’s Report was presented.
Supervisor Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 8:55 p.m.
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
