Town Board Meeting

May 8, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Derr, Dulin, Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Since Fire Chief Knaus had to leave the meeting early, Chairman Derr moved to item #9 on the agenda – Public Hearing on a proposed Open Burning Ordinance.  The proposed ordinance was reviewed.  Chief Knaus explained that the Fire Department has a new procedure and requiring a written permit and a signed waiver from residents before a burn request is approved.  They are doing this for liability reasons.

Supervisor Grove moved to approve the Open Burning Ordinance with the addition of “and a signed waiver” to line number 125.  Dulin seconded, motion carried.  The Ordinance will be in effect as soon as it is published in The Star.
Minutes of the previous meetings.
The minutes of the March 13, 2006 meeting were read.  Supervisor Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

The minutes of the April 10, 2006 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  none.

Review and consider sealed bids for road work in 2006.

The following sealed bids were submitted:

Supervisor Grove moved to accept the bid from Fahrner Asphalt for sealcoating with pea grave at $8425 per mile.  Dulin seconded. Motion carried.

Supervisor Grove then moved to accept the bid from Scott Construction for cold mix wedging at $48.25/ton.  Supervisor Dulin seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a bartender license for Erin Le Febure, 1766 Fordem Avenue, Madison.
Ms. Le Febure will be working at Club Bristol.  She has no court record.  

Supervisor Dulin moved to approve the application for a bartender license.  Supervisor Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider a claim for damage to a vehicle by Jeff Town, 2779 Northwynde Passage.
Mr. Town sustained damage to his vehicle after hitting the fire number sign in his yard.  The sign had been installed several years ago by Town staff.  Mr. Town indicated that the sign was placed so close to his driveway that he ran into it without ever going off the driveway.

After discusstion, Derr moved to postpone this issue to allow time to review with legal counsel.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider purchase of a new copy machine for the Town Hall.
The clerk presented information on the Xerox C2424 copy machine.

Dulin moved to approve the purchase of the Xerox C2424 copier.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an amendment to the Town Engine Braking Ordinance.
Recently there have been complaints of Engine Braking in the East Bristol area.  Per Attorney Hazelbaker, no amendment to the Ordinance is necessary.  The Town Board needs only to designate the area and have appropriate signs installed.

Confirm appointment to the Plan Commission.
There is currently a vacancy on the Plan Commission due to the resignation of Tom Robertson.  Chairman Derr is recommending Dave Templeton.  Mr. Templeton has expressed interest in serving on the Commission and has prior experience on the Plan Commission in Verona.

Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve Mr. Templeton’s appointment to the Bristol Plan Commission.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.
Dulin moved to adjourn.  Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:20 p.m.
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
