Town Board Meeting

November 13, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the October 9, 2006 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:

Duane Gau suggested that the Town move forward to schedule meetings with the City of Sun Prairie regarding joint planning efforts outlined in the intergovernmental agreement.

Robert Lyon asked the Town Board to consider reducing the speed limit on Norway Road due to increased traffic.  He cited a recent accident where a horse and rider were hit, killing the horse.  Chairman Derr offered to talk with Dane County Highway to see what steps are necessary to further reduce the speed limit on Norway Road.

Presentation on the Sun Prairie Veterans Memorial.

 A Veterans Memorial is being constructed in the City of Sun Prairie between the VFW and Public Library Buildings to honor all area veterans.  Funds in the amount of $75,000 - $80,000 are needed. A variety of funding projects are underway with approximately $20,000 raised so far.  The veterans are asking the Town of Bristol for financial support for this project.

Chairman Derr said this item could be further discussed during the public budget hearing on November 29, 2006.

Review and consider a CSM land division creating 3 additional lots west of Fawn Lane on approximately 45 acres located at 3139 Vinburn Road, Sec. 19 by Tim and Beth Mielkarek and consider waiving the plat requirement for this land division.
Dulin moved to waive the plat requirement for this land division.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  
After discussion Dulin moved to approve the CSM on the condition that the owner pay the park fee for Lot 3 (to be built on first) and that there be a deed recording for lots 2 and 4 noting that park fees are due at the time of building on each lot.  The owners of Lot 1 are liable for park fees on each of the three new lots as well as for the cost of the road at such time that it would need to be built.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider rezoning 331 acres from A-1 and A-B to C-1 and .0566 acres currently zoned A-B back to A-1 by Alan Seltzner, 7365 County Road N, Sec. 17.

Mr. Seltzner needs to rezone .0566 acres back to A-1 due to an existing septic vent.  He is requesting the C-1 zoning to allow him to add on to the back of his building and to repair large machinery other than farm related equipment.

Dulin moved to approve the rezone request, Grove seconded.

After discussion, and review of the Dane County Zoning Ordinance, it was determined that Mr. Seltzner would need C-2 zoning rather than C-1 to allow the repair of heavy equipment.

Dulin moved to withdraw her motion to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Grove then moved to postpone to allow Mr. Seltzner to consult with Dane County Zoning.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM changing Out Lot 6, Scottish Highlands Second Addition to a buildable lot, Scotland Parkway, Sec. 30 by TCD Builders and Park Avenue Homes.

This CSM creates a buildable lot on what was originally platted as an out lot.  The owner presented a revised CSM changing the cul-de-sac bubble per the Plan Commission request.

Grove moved to approve the CSM conditioned upon payment of a park fee for the lot.  Dulin seconded. Motion carried.

Review and consider the final plat of Lehman’s Addition, an 11 lot subdivision of 14.4 acres located at 6905 Norway Road, Sec. 19, by Paulson Development LLC.

The property is now owned by Paulson Development.  After review, Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve the final plat of Lehman’s Addition with the list of 23 conditions drafted by legal counsel.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a combination Class B Beer and Liquor license by David E. Haase, 227 S Fair Oaks Ave, Madison WI.

Mr. Haase said he has an offer to purchase Patches Tavern.  He intends to expand the variety of food available at that location rather than just opening the establishment as a bar.

The Town Board questioned Mr. Haase on past incidences of underage serving and open hours violations which he was cited for in Clark County.  Legal Counsel Kevin Johnson of Attorney Hazelbaker’s office advised denying the new license based on past related incidents and on the location of the bar which lends itself to problems with underage drinking.

Dulin moved to deny the application for a Class B License by Mr. Haase.  Grove seconded, motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a bartender license by Michelle L Thompson, 1306 Tompkins Drive, Madison, WI 53716.

Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve the bartender license for Michelle L Thompson.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a contract for assessment services for December 1, 2006 through November 30, 2007 by Gardiner Appraisal Services, LLC.

This contract is for maintenance services and is separate from the contract the Town has with Gardiner for the revaluation.  The new contract includes a raise in the monthly rate of $54 or $648 for the year.  Dulin moved to approve the maintenance contract with Gardiner Appraisal.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasuer’s report was presented.

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Set future meetings and agendas.

Public budget hearing, electors meeting and Town Board action on the 2007 Town budget scheduled for November 29, 2006.  Plan Commission will meet next on December 18, and the next regular monthly Town Board meeting is December 11, 2006.

Grove moved to adjourn.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.
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
