Town Board Meeting

October 9, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present were: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Dulin and Grove.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the September 11, 2006 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve with correction to item on Ordinance Amendment 9 to say “bio-fuels” rather than bio-diesel.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Karen Kvalo asked for an explanation of the parks account reserve fund.

Public hearing: Amendment to the Open Burning Ordinance to allow for designated “permitted burning days.”

Chairman Derr explained the proposed changes to the current Open Burning Ordiance which would change the setback from neighboring buildings from 500’ to 200’, and the addition of section 7.17 allowing for open burning weekends without regard to the 200 foot setback normally required.   Burning permits issued by the fire department will still be required.

Public hearing closed at 7:07 p.m.

Review and consider an amendment to the Open Burning Ordinance to allow for “designated open burning days.”

Dulin moved to amend the ordinance to lower the setback from 500’ to 200’ and to allow for the Town Board to designate permitted burning days.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Dulin then moved to authorize the following as permitted burning days for 2006:  October 13-15 and 27-29 and November 10-12 and 17-19.  Burning is to be done between the hours of 9 a.m. and 4 p.m. only and only with a permit.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider bids for trees for the Brooks Ridge Park Urban Forestry Grant Project.
Two bids were received by the Town:

1. Eric’s Lawn Maintenance: Proposal to plant trees purchased by the Town, and to water and mulch.  Cost $7874 plus cost of 62 trees.

2. Srb’s Trees: Proposal to furnish 69 assorted trees, plant, stake, water and mulch.  Cost $10,484.

Eric’s Lawn Maintenance also gave a bid for cutting the trail through the park ($28,000) and for constructing a bridge over the drainage swailes ($11,500).

Grove moved to approve the bid from Srb’s Trees for the trees and planting.  Dulin seconded. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to audit and pay bills presented.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.
Grove moved to adjourn.  Dulin seconded.  Meeting ended at 7:50 p.m.
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
