Town Board Meeting

September 11, 2006

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Dulin.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited and moment of silence observed in honor of the September 11, 2001 victims.

Minutes of August 14, 2006 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve as read.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  none.

Public hearing on a request to discontinue a portion of Ridge Point Run no longer in use for road purposes by Leisa Collins, 6713 Ridge Point Run, Sec. 30.

Ms. Collins wants to build a garage on her lot but the current cul-de-sac “bubbles” on the lot would require the garage to be set back into the center of her yard.  Chairman Derr explained that the Dane County Plat Review Officer requires the bubbles but that the Town does not need them for road purposes.

Public hearing ended at 6:42 p.m.

Review and consider a request to discontinue a portion of Ridge Point Run no longer in use for road purposes by Leisa Collins, 6713 Ridge Point Run, Sec. 30.

Grove moved to approve the discontinuance of the cul-de-sac “bubbles” as requested by Ms. Collins.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider purchase of playground equipment by the Bristol Parks Committee.
The Parks Committee recommended purchase of a single post swing set for the Pearl Court Park at a cost of $1500.  It will be installed along with other pieces the Town already has in stock.  The cost for installation is estimated to be $500-$800.  The plan is to complete the installation yet this fall.
Dulin moved to approve the request for $2300 for equipment and installation.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider moving forward with plans for a walking trail through Brooks Ridge Park and Outlot 1, Homestead Estates.
The Parks Committee has developed a plan for a hiking trail through the Brooks Ridge Park (north side of the ravine) and through outlot 1 of Homestead Estates.  The trail will be 6-8 feet wide and made of crushed screenings which is handicap accessible.

Grove moved, Dulin seconded to move ahead with plans for the walking trail.  Motion carried.

Review and consider advertising for bids for the purchase of trees for the Urban Forestry Grant project.
The rules of the Urban Forestry Grant require a published advertisement for bids for all nursery stock in excess of $5000.  We anticipate spending more than that amount. 

Dulin moved, Grove seconded to approve placing an advertisement seeking bids for trees.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a bartender license for Mary Chase, 304 Williams Street, Mauston, WI 53948.

Grove moved, Dulin seconded to approve the bartender license for Mary Chase.  Motion carried.

Review and consider signing a holding tank agreement for Justin Sugden, 2701 County Road V, Sec. 8.

Mr. Sugden needs a holding tank in order to construct an office and bathroom inside the current building.  He needs these alterations to apply for a motor vehicle dealer’s license.  He pointed out that they have cleaned up the corner and made many improvements.
Chairman Derr said he’d be willing to sign a holding tank agreement for the office and bathroom for the current business, but would require Mr. Sugden to appear before the Board at a later date if he applies for the Vehicle Dealer’s License.
Dulin moved, Grove seconded, to approve signing the holding tank agreement with the stipulation that the Board consider any applications made for a Vehicle Dealer’s License on a future agenda.  Motion carried.

Discussion on the possibility of designated open burning days for brush and leaves during the fall season.
After a great deal of discussion regarding the difficulty of disposing of leaves and brush by residents living on heavily wooded lots, it was decided that a small representative group of residents will have a meeting with Chairman Derr and the Fire Chief to reach a compromise on the open burning issue.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 9, amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, providing for bio-diesel manufacturing in the agricultural business zoning district.
Grove moved, Dulin seconded, to approve Ordinance Amendment 9.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report was read.

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.

Dulin moved to adjourn.  Grove seconded.  Meeting ended at 8:20 p.m.
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
