ORDINANCE RELATED TO PARKING RESTRICTIONS ON TOWN ROADS

The Town Board of Supervisors of the Town of Bristol, Dane County, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows:

Section 1. Parking prohibited in specific places. It is unlawful for the operator of a vehicle to park such vehicle in any of the following places except to comply with the directions of a traffic officer or traffic control signal or sign:

A. On Van Ryen Court, south of County Highway VV, as posted.


Section 2. Penalty. Any person who violates section 1 of this ordinance shall forfeit not less than ten nor more than twenty five dollars.  Each day, or partial day, of continued violation shall constitute a separate offense.  In addition, without limiting the authority of the Town to impose the forfeiture, the Town may cause a vehicle parked in violation of this ordinance to be towed.

Section 3.  This ordinance shall take effect upon its publication in the official newspaper and the posting of signs indicating the areas in which parking is forbidden.
