Town Board Meeting

October 11, 2010

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the September 13, 2010 minutes were read. Chairman Derr made a correction to the Greenway Road culvert item to note that the Moy property is adjacent, not on the other side of Greenway Road.  Templeton moved to approve the minutes with the correction as noted.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Steve Weyenberg asked about the possibility of changing the easement along his property so that only one half the drainage ditch would be on his property.  Chairman Derr offered to stop by and look at the property and further discuss this request.

Comments from Dane County Sheriff candidate Shawn Haney.  
Mr. Haney presented information regarding his candidacy for Dane County Sheriff.

Presentation on the Ballweg Farm manure digester by a representative from Clear Horizons.
Information on the manure digester was presented and questions answered.  This is still pending permits and construction won’t begin until spring 2011.

Review and consider a 2009 property tax refund to Delano and Doug Tjugum on 2 acres of land incorrectly assessed as commercial rather than agricultural.
Grove moved to approve the refund of $129.45.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a quote from Dane County Highway Department on replacing culverts on Greenway Road and Twin Lane Road.
Dane County Highway gave revised estimates for $8650 for the Greenway Road culvert and $10,150 for the one on Twin Lane.

Templeton moved to approve the county bid for the Greenway Road culvert, but to postpone action on the Twin Lane culvert.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider moving evergreen trees for planting in town parks.
Templeton moved to table this item.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider the latest proposal on maintenance and operation of the countywide radio system.

Grove moved to deny town participation in the latest County proposal.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider having Town of Bristol Parking Citations printed for use by Sheriff’s deputies working in Bristol.
The clerk will check with the Community Court to see if new language has been drafted to make the citations consistent in Burke, Bristol and Westport.

Review and consider allocating additional funds for the Southwest Neighborhood Plan.

Templeton moved to approve up to an additional $1000 for completion of the Plan.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Preliminary discussion on the 2011 Town of Bristol budget.
Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
