Town Board Meeting

November 8, 2010

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the October 11 meeting were read. Templeton moved to approve as written.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: Mike Wirl, Longhorn Lane, asked for 4 posts to be installed to delineate the boundaries of the entrance to the Brooks Ridge green space.  Chairman Derr said we will try to get this done yet this fall.

Presentation on the Town of Bristol Stormwater Management Plan by Chuck Nahn.
Chuck Nahn presented a power point detailing the final stormwater management plan to be submitted to the DNR.

Review and consider approval of the final Town of Bristol Stormwater Management Plan.

Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve the final Town of Bristol Stormwater Management Plan.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request to install a culvert under Happy Valley Road to direct water away from the Sun Prairie Golf Course Driving Range, Sec. 30 by Leon Veith.

Mr. Veith feels that water from the Grandview subdivision is backing up onto his driving range, causing problems for the golf course.  He is asking that a culvert be put under Happy Valley Road to direct this water away from the golf course.  Residents from Pebble Valley Court and Norway Road were in attendance at the meeting. They expressed concern that additional water directed to the north would adversely affect their properties as they have drainage issues already.  
After a great deal of discussion, it was decided that Stormwater Plan Engineer Chuck Nahn will study the area and provide more information to the Town Board.

Discussion and reconsideration of the latest proposal on maintenance and operation of the countywide radio system.
The Town had initially rejected the countywide radio system proposal.  However, Chairman Derr reported that 80% of the county communities have agreed to participate, including the City and Town of Sun Prairie who we share fire services with.
Templeton moved to participate in the countywide radio system maintenance and operation.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Dane County Ordinance Amendment 10 (as amended) regarding changes to the LC-1 Zoning District and establishing Conditional Use Permit application procedures.
Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Dane County Ordinance Amendment 17, regarding the adult entertainment overlay district.

Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Dane County Ordinance Amendment 16, regarding definitions of agricultural uses and revisions to the A-4 small lot agricultural district.
Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Grove then moved to audit and pay bills. Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
