Planning Commission Meeting

January 24, 2011

Plan Commission Chairman Ringlestetter called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Ringlestetter, Dulin, Faber, Riege and Templeton.  Absent:  Gau, Schwerdtfeger.

Minutes of the November 15, 2010 meeting were read.  Dulin moved to approve.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Review and consider a request to rezone 0.506 acres located at 7666 County Highway N (Sec. 05) from A-1 to LC-1 to accommodate a construction business, by Darin Gardner and Crystal (Heins) Gardner.

The Gardner’s changed their request from C-1 to LC-1.  After much discussion, Templeton moved to grant the rezone from A-1 to LC-1 with the restriction that no more than 7 total vehicles be allowed to be parked on the property.

Templeton then amended his motion to say no more than 4 commercial vehicles be allowed to be parked on the property.  Dulin seconded the motion as amended.  Motion failed 3 no, 2 yes.

Faber moved to deny the rezone citing the lack of space to accommodate the size of the business, but to ask the Bristol Town Board to write a letter asking the county to allow Mr. Gardner ample time to move his business.  Ringlestetter seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Informational presentation by Alliant Energy on a proposed electrical substation on Norway Road.

Brian Cooke of Alliant Energy presented an update on the proposed substation and answered questions.
Review and discuss the draft Southwest Neighborhood Plan for the purpose of making recommendations to the Town Board.

Members of the Parks Committee recommended that Options 1 and 2 be renamed Example 1 and 2 to allow for more flexibility with future planning.  They also asked that a soils map of the proposed recreational area be included.

Templeton moved to recommend Town Board approval of the SW Neighborhood Plan with the changes requested by the Parks Committee.  Riege seconded.  Motion carried.

Templeton moved to adjourn.  Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.  Meeting ended at 8:10 p.m.
