Town Board Meeting

February 14, 2011

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisor Templeton.  Supervisor Grove arrived at 6:50 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the January 17, 2011 meeting were read.  Templeton moved to approve as written.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Brian Cooke of Alliant Energy gave an update on the proposed substation and provided a document outlining the legal reasons for its need.  Several residents including Dennis Laufenberg, Annie Tremaine and Cory Kvalo spoke against the proposal citing concerns over livestock in the area and frequent standing water in the area.

Mr. Bradley asked what the town policy is regarding litter.  He also asked about restrictions on heavy trucks on town roads.  

Steve Weyenberg asked about the possibility of Hilton Lane being finished.  Chairman Derr said the Town will be sending Steve Knaus a letter regarding this issue.

Review and consider a request to rezone 0.506 acres located at 7666 County Highway N (Sec. 05) from A-1 to LC-1 to accommodate a construction business, by Darin Gardner and Crystal (Heins) Gardner.
The Plan Commission recommended denying this request.  Mr. Gardner asked the town for an extension of time to move his business as he is trying to buy the former Counter Fitters building on Highway V.  

Templeton moved to deny.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Chairman Derr agreed to send a letter to Dane County Zoning asking that they grant the Gardner’s a reasonable amount of time to relocate the business.

Review and consider a request for a temporary road closing in the Bristol Gardens Subdivision for the Parade of Homes, June 11-26, 2011.

Grove moved to approve the road closing request.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider adoption of the Southwest Neighborhood Plan.

The consultant has made the changes requested by the Plan Commission during the review meeting.  Grove moved to adopt the plan with the changes.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved, Grove seconded to approve.  Motion carried.  Templeton then moved to audit and pay bills.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
