Annual Town Meeting

April 13, 2011

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes of the 2010 Annual Meeting were read.  John Dulin moved to approve as written.  Sandy Dulin seconded.  Motion carried on a voice vote.

Sun Prairie Library Report:

Tracy Herold discussed the major accomplishments of the Sun Prairie Library over the past year.   Highlights include:
· An updated 5 year plan of service with stated goals and objectives

· Preparation for a new computer software system 

· The development of a children’s early literacy area in a remodeled area of the library.  This area is for children 0 – 5 years old and has been well received.

· The library is working on making e-books more available.

Sheriff’s Department Report:

Deputy Mike Block reviewed accident and crime statistics for the area over the past two years and answered questions from the audience.

EMS:

EMS Director Kep Anderson reviewed call data and described new procedures being used to increase efficiency and reduce costs including outsourcing of the EMS billing operations and increases in ambulance fees.

Colonial Club:

Director Bob Power described the services the Colonial Club is providing to our senior residents, such as adult day care, case management, supportive home care and meals (both on site and delivered).  Bristol residents used the Colonial Club over 1700 times over the past year.  The Colonial Club is working to maintain services while keeping costs down.  They have requested the same level of funding from the Town of Bristol for the past 3 years.
Russ Weisensel moved to have the Town continue support for the Colonial Club.  Florence Schmitt seconded.  Motion carried on a voice vote.  Details will be determined during fall budget meetings.

Phase II Storm Water Plan Update:

Storm water engineer Chuck Nahn presented information on storm water pollution prevention.

Fire Unit Report:

Chairman Derr reported that the Sun Prairie Volunteer Fire Department has no major equipment purchases planned for the next year.  There is a task force currently studying response times.

Public Works:

Ten to twelve miles of seal coating will be done this summer.  The culvert on Norway Road north of Vinburn will be replaced this year.
Financial Report:

The 2010 financial report was reviewed and questions answered.  John Dulin moved to renew the Town’s borrowing authority.  Russ Weisensel seconded.  Motion carried.

Other Business:

Richard Renk raised a concern that Happy Valley Road from Highway N west to the Windsor town line is inadequate for the amount of traffic.  He feels the town should have a long term plan to address this.

Gilbert Bradley asked if County Supervisor Gau would attend the next annual meeting to give an update on County operations.
