Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.   Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the March 14, 2011 meeting were read.  Templeton moved to approve as written.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:

Deputy Block reviewed a document he prepared for the annual meeting and answered questions about call volume in the Town over the past year.

Dennis Laufenberg asked when the road weight limits will be taken off.

Open sealed bids for seal coating, wedging and crack filling of town roads in 2011.

Crack Filling:


Bid from Crack Filling Services @ $1/lb for 14,000 lbs.

Seal Coating:


Bid from Fahrner Asphalt  @ $12,498/mile with quartzite


Bids from Scott Construction @ $13,588/mile with pea gravel






@ $14,292/mile with bottom ash






@ $15,528/mile with quartzite






@ $14,022/mile with black boiler slag

Wedging:


Bid from Tri-County Paving @ $125/ton includes 1 mobilization (additional mobilizations $800)

Bid from Payne & Dolan @ $160/ton for hot mix (incl. 5 mobilizations)

Bid from Scott Construction @ $75/ton for cold mix (unlimited mobilizations)

Review and consider awarding contracts for seal coating, wedging and crack filling of town roads in 2011.
Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to award the crack filling contract to Crack Filling Services.  Motion carried.
Templeton moved to award the seal coating bid to Fahrner Asphalt @ $12,498/mile.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Templeton then moved to award the wedging contract to Scott Construction for cold mix wedging @ $75/ton.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a quote for replacing town hall lighting.

No quote was available.  Templeton moved to postpone.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
Review and consider adoption of an ordinance regulating vacant property in the Town of Bristol.
Grove moved to postpone.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 37, 2010-2011 Amending Chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances, Defining Small Scale Electric Generating Stations and Requiring a Conditional Use Permit for Such Uses in the A-1 Exclusive Agricultural District.
This ordinance deals with small scale wind turbines and where they can be located.  Chairman Derr believes this should include all Ag Districts not just Exclusive Ag.

Grove moved to approve with the notation that it should apply to all Ag districts.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  

Templeton moved to accept.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
