Town Board Meeting

May 9, 2011

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none
Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the April 11, 2011 meeting were read.  Templeton moved to approve as written. Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Public comment:

Sandy Klister reported that a plant sale held by some residents in the Sherwood Forest subdivision on May 7th raised $410 for the benefit of town parks.  No decision on what to do with the money has been made.

Review and consider bids received for new plow truck.
Burke Truck provided estimates for a plow truck and equipment using either an International or a Peterbilt plow truck.  Both vehicles would be set up with the identical equipment.  The International quote was for $143,793 and the Peterbilt was for $145,300.  Burke Truck has the International almost completed at this time. Lonn has looked at the truck and prefers the design of the frame to that of the Peterbilt.  We can also purchase an extended warranty on the electronics of the International for an additional $2000 which Lonn also advised since repairs on the new trucks are costly and cannot be done in house.

Templeton moved to go ahead with the purchase of the International with the extended warranty.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider renewing plan commission appointments for Dave Templeton, Bob Faber and Owen Schwerdtfeger.
Chairman Derr recommended renewing the appointments.  Grove made the motion to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider renewing appointment for Clerk/Treasurer.
Templeton moved to reappoint Sandy Klister as Clerk/Treasurer for a three year term.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Designate Town depositories for 2011-2012.
Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to keep the Bank of Sun Prairie and the State Trust Fund as the designated Town of Bristol depositories.  Motion carried.

Review and consider issuing a bartender license for Wendy Wilke, Bristol Quik Mart/Veek’s Pub.
The background check showed nothing of concern.  Grove moved to approve the bartending license.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider obtaining a quote from Dane County Highway for replacement of the culvert on Norway Road north of Vinburn Road.
This culvert will be covered under the 50% cost sharing with the county.  Templeton moved to ask Dane County Highway to provide an estimate for replacement of the culvert.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider obtaining a quote for repair of Bristol Road.
Bristol Road is broken out by the Baerwolf farms.  Grove moved to get an estimate for repair.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve, Grove seconded. Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded. Motion carried.
