Town Board Meeting

June 13, 2011

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the May 9, 2011 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public Comment:

Gary Troz and several other residents of Sherwood Forest discussed their concerns about 7053 Fawn Lane.  The home is vacant and the lawn is not being cared for.  There is long grass and weeds and several dead trees in the yard.  He is concerned about rodents in the grass and the possibility of trespassers.

Chairman Derr explained that the town does not have jurisdiction to go onto private property to take care of these things.

After a great deal of discussion, the residents of the neighborhood indicated that they will get a petition together to ask the town to draft an ordinance for situations like this.

Review and consider renewal of Class B Beer and Liquor licenses for the Bristol Quik Mart, Gerk’s Junction, Sun Prairie Golf Course, Club Bristol and the North Bristol Sportsmen Club.
The North Bristol Sportsmen Club has not turned in their renewal paperwork or fees as of the time of the meeting.

Templeton moved to approve the renewals for the Bristol Quik Mart, Gerk’s Junction the SP Golf Course and Club Bristol.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to approve the renewal for the North Bristol Sportsmen Club provided the paperwork and fees are received by the end of June.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider renewal of the Adult Entertainment Tavern License for BOW-WOW Entertainment (Club Bristol).
Templeton moved to approve the renewal.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM for a 5.04 acre land division from a 40.3 acre parcel on Muller Road for the purpose of constructing an electrical substation by Wisconsin Power & Light Company and Joe and Rita Kaltenberg, Section 18.
The Town Planning Commission recommended approval of this request at its June 6, 2011 meeting.

Brian Cooke from Alliant Energy explained that the below grade work is planned for this fall with construction of the actual substation to take place after the road weight limits are removed next spring.  
Several residents were in attendance to voice concerns over the proposed substation:  Annie Tremaine has concerns about stray voltage on animals and people in the area.  Brian Cooke explained that stray voltage is not a normal condition around the substations and that advances in technology have improved grounding.

Cory Kvalo is concerned about high water in the area being affected by voltage in the grid around the substation.  Brian Cooke said that the perimeter of a substation is constantly monitored to make sure that voltage is not escaping.

Alliant is also planning to visit the nearby property owners to establish baseline readings of voltage before the substation is built.  In this way they can assist the owners in addressing any of these types of problems they have now or in the future.

Templeton moved to approve the CSM.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Chairman Derr also asked that Alliant address the neighbor’s concerns and work with them to the extent possible.   

Review and consider a CSM for a 2.3 acre land division from a 40.4 acre parcel located at 2361 County Road V, Section 10, by Len, Kay, Scott and James Ringlestetter.

The land division is the first split made from this farm and is for the purpose of building a second home.  The Plan Commission recommended approval.
Grove moved to approve the CSM.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider making changes to the burning permit process.
The requirement for obtaining written burning permits for Town residents has been very problematic since there is very often no one available at the fire station to assist them.  Additionally, neither the Town of Burke nor the Town of Sun Prairie residents are required to obtain a written permit.  Those residents need only to call the fire department and leave a voice message when burning.

No other changes to the current outdoor burning ordinance are proposed.  Templeton moved to change the process for obtaining a burn permit to the call in system.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a quote for painting 3 rooms in the town hall.
Abby Marten has provided a quote for $935 plus the cost of paint for painting the hallway, community room and kitchen.  Templeton moved to accept the bid from Abby Marten.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a quote for landscape curbing around the town hall.
Earthscape Curb & Mulch provided a quote of $6.50/foot for putting a stone curbing around the decorative stone in the front and sides of the town hall to replace the plastic edging which is pulling out of the ground.  Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a bartender license for Sabrina Sanchez. 
The background check was clean.  Templeton moved to approve the license. Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Ordinance Amendment 4, 2011-2012, amending the Dane County Code of Ordinances, regarding accessory structures.
Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve.  Motion carried.  Templeton then moved to audit and pay bills.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
