Town Board Meeting

August 8, 2011

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance.

Public comment: 

Dennis Laufenberg asked about the status of the Alliant substation and whether it had gotten all the needed approvals.

Discussion on a possible Class B Beer and Liquor License by Brian J. Gilbertson.

Mr. Gilbertson asked the Board for some guidance regarding a possible application for a Class B license.  He is considering purchasing Margaret’s Midway Bar.

Discussion on a petition submitted by residents regarding an abandoned residential property ordinance in the Town of Bristol.
Chairman Derr explained the legal issues involved in an abandoned property ordinance.  At this time the town won’t be moving forward with this issue.

Review and consider action on drainage issues at the intersection of Happy Valley Road and Norway Road.
Several residents of the neighborhood were in attendance to discuss a proposal by Leon Veith to install a culvert under Happy Valley Road to direct water away from the SP Golf Course Driving Range.

Mr. Veith said that he is losing money at the golf course due to these problems and feels that Mr. and Mrs. Thomas have other issues with the drainage ditch along their property which they should be addressing.

Rob Thomas expressed his concerns that there has been no impact analysis on this proposal and presented a petition signed by neighbors against this proposal.  He also stated that a business shouldn’t be protected over rights of private property owners.

Larry Bladl is concerned about the extra water and its possible effects on his septic system.

Shawn Thomas said she has spoken with Chuck Nahn (storm water engineer) who told her that there are other options including drain tile or use of the existing culvert further down which have not been discussed.

Greg Perkins explained that he has spent a great deal of money to re-engineer his ditch for the amount of water that currently comes by his property.  An increase in water flow may cause him to have to re work it again.

Templeton moved to table the issue and contact Dane County Land Conservation and/or a private engineer as a first step in determining if the culvert will help the golf course without harming surrounding properties.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried. 
Reconsider a quote for a culvert extension on W Branch Road.
After further review it was determined that an extension was needed on this culvert.  A new quote from Corex was $6000.

Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve the quote for $6000 from Corex.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution establishing Town of Bristol election wards based on the results of the 2010 census.
Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to approve the resolution outlining the 4 Bristol Wards as mapped by the clerk.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to accept.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded. Motion carried.
