Town Board Meeting

October 10, 2011

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the September 12, 2011 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Deputy Block reported that Bristol has been quiet.  He did request a reminder in the newsletter that Fire Number Signs are required as some property owners have either not installed them or have removed them.

Review and consider authorizing parks development funds for improvements to the Scottish Highlands/Brooks Estate Park.
The Parks Committee is proposing adding a second soccer field and off-street parking to the Scottish Highlands/Brooks Estate Park.  A bid from Corex Excavating was obtained.  To complete the entire project would cost $35,500.  Alternatively, we could do the project in phases.  Installing driveways (with culverts) and the parking area as phase 1 was quoted at $23,500.  There is still time to do the work this fall.

Currently, the Parks Development fund has a balance of approximately $39,000.  After discussion, Grove moved to approve the full amount of $35,500 for the project.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Presentation on the progress of the Russet Road Bridge Replacement Project by Ayres Associates.  Discuss design concepts and make decisions for preparation of preliminary plans and reports.
Ayres is beginning the design phase of the Russet Road Bridge project.  Current cost estimates are approximately $200,000 with 80% to come from federal funding, 10% from Dane County and 10% from the Town of Bristol.  It is expected that construction will be in summer of 2013.

Review and consider a quote from Dane County Highway to paint centerline and side lines on Happy Valley Road and N Bird Street.

The estimate is for $3200 for this project.  Templeton moved to accept the bid from Dane County Highway.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider approval of the 2012 preliminary fire budget.
The fire department is proposing a significant increase for 2012 based on capital outlay items for turn out gear and burn panels.  They are applying for a grant for part of the cost of the turn-out gear, but are unsure whether they will get the grant assistance.

After discussion, it was decided that Supervisor Grove would propose that both items be taken off the preliminary budget and that if grant assistance is obtained, the Town share of the turn-out gear cost be covered by the highway fire reimbursement fund which currently has a large balance.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
