Town Board Meeting

December 12, 2011

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove.  Absent: Supervisor Templeton.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the November 7 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.  The minutes of the Public Budget Hearing, Special Meeting of Electors and Town Board meeting of November 21 were then read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Deputy Block gave an update of the Fox Hill vandalism investigation.

Discussion on adopting an ordinance to regulate vacant property in the Town of Bristol.
Some residents of the Sherwood Forest subdivision were in attendance to talk about the home at 7053 Fawn Lane which is in state of disrepair after having gone through a Sheriff’s sale.  They feel that the Town should reconsider adopting an ordinance to cover this type of situation.

Chairman Derr said the Town will look at some existing examples and put the matter on a future agenda.

Review and consider approving the list of poll workers for elections in 2012 and 2013.
Supervisor Grove moved to approve the list of poll workers provided by the Clerk.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution prohibiting weapons in the Town Hall on election days.
Chief Election Inspector Neil O’Connor spoke in favor of posting the Town Hall to prohibit weapons in the building during any election activity to foster an atmosphere of personal safety and non-intimidation while residents are voting.  Election Inspectors Ginger Anderle, Pat Behling and Marilyn Silvester were also in attendance and voiced support for the ban.
Grove made a motion to approve a resolution prohibiting weapons in the Town Hall during any election activity.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider entering into a contract with Johnson Block & Co. for the 2011 financial audit.

Johnson Block & Co. provided a quote for $8425 for the 2011 audit.  This is an increase of $175 over 2010.  Grove moved, Derr seconded, to accept the quote from Johnson Block.  Motion carried.

Review and consider adopting a process for replacing town road signs.
Grove moved to adopt the following process for replacement of town road signs:


“Recognizing the importance of road signs for public safety, the Town of Bristol will replace road signs as required by Federal Law.”

Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider amendments to the 2011 Bristol Town Budget.

Grove moved to approve the 2011 budget amendments as provided by the Clerk/Treasurer.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved, Derr seconded, to approve. Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.
