Town Board Minutes
Meeting of February 13, 2012

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent:  none.

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the January 9, 2012 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment was held open to allow time for an interested resident to arrive.

Review and consider a request for a drainage outlet off the farm at 1914 East Branch Road, Sec. 23, by Dave and Doug Finger.
Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to approve the request for a drainage outlet in the Town right of way.  Motion carried.

Review and consider supporting a proposal for full-time weekday staffing at the Sun Prairie Volunteer Fire Department.

The proposal is to spend $5000 out of the reserve accounts at the fire department to fund additional daytime staffing.  These are hours which have been difficult to fill with volunteers who are often working at their day jobs.  Grove moved to approve the proposal.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment was reopened at this time.

Ron Riechers who currently owns the former town hall building on Elder Lane is no longer using it for appliance storage for his business.  He now rents it out to two parties – a construction contractor and a band that uses it for a rehearsal location.  The music rehearsal is not an approved use under the zoning restrictions at that location.  This has resulted in noise complaints from a neighboring property owner.  Mr. Riechers is now asking for the deed restriction to be lifted to enable the use for that purpose.

Chairman Derr explained the process for getting the zoning restrictions changed.  He indicated that it will involve significant costs and time and suggested that Mr. Riechers request to discuss his proposal with the Plan Commission to get feedback on this idea.
Deputy John Nelson was in attendance and introduced himself.  Since Deputy Block’s position was eliminated, Deputy Nelson will be taking on the Community Deputy duties for the Town of Bristol.

Review and consider a proposal by MSA Professional Services for a computerized public works management tool.  

MSA presented a revised cost proposal on mapping the Town’s signs and culverts.  Templeton made a motion to go ahead with Tasks 1-3 as outlined in MSA’s proposal at a cost of $6100.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss a draft Vacant Property Ordinance for the Town of Bristol.

Grove moved to table for further review.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Item #9 concerning a bartender license has been withdrawn.
Review and consider a proposal to amend chapter 10 of the Dane County Code of Ordinances regarding the keeping of small numbers of poultry on residential lots.
Supervisor Grove moved to deny.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to accept.  Grove seconded.   Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
