Town Board Meeting

April 9, 2012

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance was recited followed by a moment of silence in memory of Plan Commission Chairman Len Ringelstetter who recently passed away.

Minutes of the March 12, 2012 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Informational presentation on the Russet Road Bridge Replacement Project by Ayers Associates.

Ayers Associates presented an update on the progress of the Russet Road Bridge project and answered questions.  Construction is tentatively planned for summer 2013.

Review and consider a request to build a sports court within a water easement at 3130 Vanessa Way, Sec. 30, by Jerry and Trina O’Gara.

The plan for the sports court has been approved by the Bristol Gardens subdivision developer and has been surveyed by Dan Birrenkott who determined that the water flow on the property would not be negatively impacted by the project.  Templeton moved to approve the request.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request for a street closing for the 2012 Parade of Homes in the Bristol Gardens Subdivision.

This year’s Parade will be held June 9-24.   The affected road is Saddle Brooke Trail west of Vanessa Way and Lyman’s Run.  Grove moved to approve the temporary road closing.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Review and discuss further town action on securing reimbursement for damage to Wilburn Road in 2011.

Ron Paulson had contacted Chairman Derr several months ago to report that his farm equipment had damaged Wilburn Road.  The Town subsequently spent $6750 to have the repair work done by Tri County Paving.  We have contacted Mr. Paulson by letter twice asking for reimbursement.  So far, he has not made payment or contacted the Town to work out a payment arrangement.

Templeton moved to send a registered letter to Mr. Paulson referencing the State Statutes regarding responsibility for road damages and to inform him that if payment is not received within 30 days, we will refer the matter to legal counsel for resolution.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
