Planning Commission Meeting

April 30, 2012

Sandy Dulin called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Dulin, Faber, Gau, Riege, Templeton and Schwerdtfeger.  

Public comment:  Town Chairman Derr announced that he has asked Sandy Dulin to be the Plan Commission Chairperson and she has accepted.  He will be making a recommendation to the Town Board to fill the vacancy left by Len Ringelstetter’s death.

Minutes of the March 2012 Meeting:
Templeton moved to approve the minutes as written.  Riege seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss a concept plan to divide a 4.46 acre parcel (currently zoned B-1) located at 7191 Elder Lane, Section 14, into 4 lots, by Evan Harrison.
Mr. Harrison owns the property at 7191 Elder Lane, which currently has four separate buildings: a single family house, a four unit, a motel/lodge and a shed.  He is looking for more flexibility in using the area around the shed and is proposing to divide the single parcel into 4 parcels.  

The Plan Commission discussed the problems with the request.  Since the land is outside the growth and development area, the rule is that land divisions are at the rate of 1 per 35 acres and that no more than one split can occur every five years.  Also, the zoning of B-1 on this parcel limits what uses are permissible in this area.

Since this was only a concept plan, the information is advisory only and no vote was taken.

Faber moved to adjourn.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.  Meeting ended at 7:15 p.m.
