June 11, 2012

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the May 14. 2012 meeting were read.  Templeton moved to approve as read.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried

Public comment: none

Review and consider a request for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to place a communications tower on an A-1 parcel at 7018 Twin Lane Road, Section 24, by Russ and Mary Weisensel and T-Mobile.
T-Mobile representatives explained that there were no other opportunities for co-location of their antenna in this area.  They will accommodate co-location on this tower with other carriers in the future.  No lighting or guide wires are needed and an existing driveway access to Twin Lane will be used.  Russ Weisensel said that he spoke with neighboring property owners and that he has not received any negative feedback.

The Planning Commission recommended approval of this request.
Templeton moved to approve the CUP.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a claim for unlawful taxes due to an assessment error by Doug and Tami Finco.
After discussion, Templeton moved to table the item to allow the Finco’s time to obtain legal advice and calculate the amount of their claim.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on liquor license renewal applications for Gerk’s Junction, Club Bristol, Sun Prairie Golf Course, Bristol Quik Mart and North Bristol Sportsmen’s Club.
There was no public comment.

Review and consider liquor license renewal applications submitted.

The clerk reported that all paperwork and fees have been received except for the North Bristol Sportsmen’s Club.

Grove moved to approve the license renewals for those establishments that have fees and paperwork in.  The Sportsmen’s Club is approved if fees and paperwork are received by the clerk no later than June 30, 2012.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Town Board action on Adult Entertainment Tavern license renewal.
Templeton moved to renew.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Dane County Ordinance Amendment 39, Amending Chapter 10 of the Code of Ordinances Regarding Mineral Extraction CUP Application Requirements.
The amendment requires more information to be provided at application rather than during the appeal process.
Templeton moved to approve, Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.  Templeton then moved to audit and pay bills.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
