Minutes of the October 8, 2012 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Debra and Mike Diewald appeared to report on a bad business experience they had with VyseGrip Motors located on Highway N in the Town of Bristol.

Review and consider approval of the 2013 Sun Prairie Fire Department budget.  
The operating budget is for $175,998 of which Bristol’s share is 35.89%.  There is a request for $12,205 in capital equipment outlays which would be covered through the fire department reserve account held for the 3 towns.  Increases in operating expenses are due to increased wages and fringe benefit costs of the 4 full-time day firefighters hired in mid-2012.

Templeton moved to approve the 2013 Fire Department budget (our share approx. $67,300).  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a 2 year contract extension for park mowing services from Sun Prairie Lawn Care.
Sun Prairie Lawn Care provided a price quote for the next two years.  The rates remain the same as in the past.  Mowing services have been very good with no problems reported.  Grove moved to extend the contract for an additional two years (2013-2014).  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
