Town of Bristol
Annual Town Meeting
April 11, 2012

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Pledge of Allegiance was recited with a moment of silence following in memory of Len Ringelstetter.

Chairman Derr then talked about the many contributions Len made to the Town of Bristol.  Between his years on the Town Board, the Town Planning Commission and in the position of Town Constable, Len had over 59 years of service to the Town. He helped in numerous other ways including plowing snow and in overseeing the Town cemeteries.  He was also our unofficial “Town Historian” and always knew where to find the answer to questions that came up.  We will miss him.

The minutes of the April 13, 2011 Annual Meeting were read.  Dave Templeton moved to approve as written.  Scott Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried.

Sheriff Department Report:
Dane County Sheriff’s Deputies Dale Veto and John Nelson were in attendance.  Deputy Veto reviewed the 2011 report of calls in the Town of Bristol and answered questions.

Deputy Nelson reported that there have been recent incidences of fraud from traveling home contractors since the weather turned warmer.  Vandalism and thefts have also been reported.  He encouraged anyone noticing anything suspicious to report it to the Sheriff’s Department.

Library Report:
Tracy Herold gave an update on library activities including the completion of the RFID project which has enabled library staff to be much more efficient in processing returned items.

Colonial Club Report:
Patty Stockdale discussed the case management services, transportation and meals provided through the Colonial Club.  For Bristol residents, there were 125.15 hours of outreach, 231 meals served and 450 hours of transportation. In addition, there are numerous classes and activities that individuals can participate in as they wish.  

EMS Report:
Kep Anderson reported that the Sun Prairie EMS put a new ambulance in service this past year.  They purchased a used ambulance and had it refurbished which resulted in cost savings.  They are now using a new computer assisted dispatch system which allows them to instantly locate and page the closest ambulance in high emergency situations.

There was a small decrease in call volume in the Town of Bristol in 2011.  It went from 100 calls in 2010 to 90 in 2011.  The average response time here is 7 minutes 12 seconds.

Sun Prairie Fire Department Report:
Fire Chief Tory Strauss and Fire Inspector Mark Mlekush were in attendance.  They explained the emphasis the department is putting on fire safety and public education.  They encouraged everyone to install carbon monoxide detectors near the sleeping areas in their homes.

To address difficulty in finding volunteer fire fighters who are available to be on call during the day, the Department has hired 4 full-time day shift fire fighters.




Public Works Report:
	Roads – the Town has budgeted $250,000 for road seal coating, wedging and crack filling this year.  There are no major road reconstructions scheduled.  Design engineering continues for the Russet Road Bridge Replacement project.  Construction is expected to begin in summer 2013.

	Parks – Brooks Estates/Scottish Highlands Park upgrade was completed last fall.  The parking areas are ready for use now.  The new sports field should be ready by late summer.

	Recycling – Purchases of yearly permits are up.  The yearly permit fee increased to $150 this year due to loss of recycling grant money in the State budget and large increases in hauling fees by Waste Management.

Financial Report:
	Treasurer Sandy Klister reviewed the financial report from 2011 and answered questions.

Renew Town Borrowing Authority:
	Dave Templeton moved, Gilbert Bradley seconded, to renew the town’s borrowing authority.  Motion carried on a voice vote.

Colonial Club Support:
	Dennis Norton moved to continue support of the Colonial Club at an amount to be determined at the annual budget meeting in fall.  Gilbert Bradley seconded.  Motion carried.

Other Business:
	A question regarding the timeline for finishing the connection of Hilton Lane came up.  Chairman Derr explained that the property in question is privately owned.  He offered to contact the owner to try to resolve this issue.

	Gilbert Bradley moved to set the 2013 Annual Meeting for Wednesday, April 17, 2013 at 7 p.m.  Scott Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried.

Dave Templeton moved to adjourn.  Marilyn Silvester seconded.  Meeting ended at 9:05 p.m.
