Annual Town Meeting
April 17, 2013

The 2013 Annual Town Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Grove at 7:00 p.m.  

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Minutes of the 2012 Annual Meeting were read.  Dave Templeton moved to approve.  Sandy Dulin seconded. Motion carried on a voice vote.

Dane County Sheriff’s Department Report 
Deputies John Nelson and Linda Hilgers reviewed statistics on calls of service and citations issued for 2011 and 2012.  They explained the changes in the contract between the Sheriff’s Department and the Town for 2013.  Beginning this year, the Town is contracting for 12 hours per week of additional police services.  Deputies will be available during these hours to respond to calls, do traffic enforcement and perform other duties as requested by the Board. There is more flexibility with the new arrangement and hours and days of the week can be varied as need arises.

EMS Report
Kep Anderson, EMS Director reviewed call statistics and gave an update on EMS activities.  Ambulances now continually transmit their locations so the closest vehicle can be dispatched to calls.  Response times have decreased with this capability.  There were 99 calls in Bristol in 2012.

Sun Prairie Library Report
Tracy Herold reviewed 2012 library statistics and gave an update on the RFID project.  New library projects will include building updates such as carpet, HVAC and landscaping.  She thanked Bristol for its continuing support of the library.

Fire Report
Mark Mlekush, Fire Inspector for the Sun Prairie Fire Department gave an overview of calls in 2012.  He also talked about grant money that the department has received for public education, smoke detectors and fire extinguisher classes.

Colonial Club Report
The Colonial Club sent a written report detailing the number of hours Bristol seniors were served at the center.  These include hours for case management, meals and supportive home care.  The report also explained that the Colonial Club is working to become an accredited senior center which may help them qualify for new sources of funding in the future.

Public Works
Roads – the Town will do approximately 10 miles of seal coating this summer.  Also, we are replacing the 1990 Mack Truck with a new plow truck.
Parks -  the new parking area at the Scottish Highlands/Brooks Estates park is ready for use.
Recycling – yearly permit sales are up for the past year.

Financial Report
Treasurer Sandy Klister reviewed the 2012 financial report and answered questions.

Renew Town Borrowing Authority
Sandy Dulin moved to renew the town borrowing authority.  Dave Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Other Business
Dave Templeton moved to continue Colonial Club support at an amount to be determined during the 2013 budget hearing.  Florence Schmitt seconded.  Motion carried.

Dave Finco moved to set the 2014 Annual Meeting Date to 4/16/2014 at 7 p.m.  Sandy Dulin seconded.  Motion carried.
