Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the April 8, 2013 meeting were read. Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  The Sun Prairie Volunteer Fire Chief and Assistant Fire Chief gave an update on the status of the fire department in lieu of the City of Sun Prairie’s decision to start its own City Fire Department.

Open and review sealed bids for road crack filling, wedging and seal coating for the 2013 season.
One bid for crack filling was submitted by Crack Filling Services at $1/per pound of material.

Crack Filling – Templeton moved to approve the bid from Crack Filling Services.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Seal Coating – Grove moved to accept the bids for seal coating from Scott Construction.  The roads to be seal coated with quartzite vs. boiler slag will be determined at a later date.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Wedging – Templeton moved to accept the cold mix wedging bid from Scott Construction.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request to add approximately 5.8 acres to existing CSM 12526 at 7170 Russet Road, Sec. 14 by Jerad Tierney.
Grove moved to approve the CSM.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Review and consider a rezone request from A-1/B-1 to C-2 to accommodate an auto repair and U-Haul Truck rental business at 7613 County Road N, Sec. 08, by Kyle Vyse.
The Planning Commission recommended approval restricted to the following uses of C-2 zoning: b) Major repairs to motor vehicles, e)Sales of new and used contractor’s machinery and equipment, g)Rental and leasing of motor vehicles, contractor’s machinery and equipment and q) parking or storing of motor vehicles.

Templeton moved to approve the necessary temporary road closings.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
Review and consider bids for a new plow truck.
The town received three bids for a new plow truck cab and chassis;

Review and confirm Plan Commission appointments.
The terms of Sandy Dulin (Chair) and Duane Gau are expiring.  Chairman Derr recommended re-confirmation of both.  Templeton moved to approve the new 3-year terms for both.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded. Motion carried.
