June 10, 2013

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the May 13, 2013 were read.  Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: Rob Thomas asked about the ATC work on Muller Road.  Chairman Derr gave an update on the substation.

Review and consider a rezone request from A-1/B-1 to C-2 to accommodate an auto repair and U-Haul Truck rental business at 7613 County Road N, Sec. 08, by Kyle Vyse.
Mr. Vyse brought in copies of the Fire Inspection and DNR reports for the property.  Several neighbors in attendance brought up concerns about hours of operation, lighting, signage and parking of junk or inoperable vehicles.  One neighbor, Bob Sherman, said he opposed the rezone on the basis that another car dealership is not needed in that area and would create an eyesore.

The Plan Commission had previously recommended approval of the request on the conditions that only C-2 uses b, c, g, and q be permitted.  These allow for the repairs of vehicles, sales and rental of vehicles and parking of vehicles.  Attorney Hazelbaker recommended that all conditions be recorded as deed restrictions and added that the property should have a joint well agreement with the neighboring property prior to final approval.  Mr. Vyse had no objections to these recommendations.

Supervisor Templeton moved to approve the rezone to C-2, uses b, c, g and q provided hours of operation, lighting, signage and parking issues are also included in the deed restrictions.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Presentation regarding proposal to install a culvert on Happy Valley Road north of the Sun Prairie Golf Course driving range. (Discussion item only.)
John Belken of Belken Engineering and Brownie Ehlers (Landscape Designer) presented information on water issues around the golf course.  After a great deal of discussion with several neighbors of the golf course, Attorney Hazelbaker suggested the town get a price on an engineering study of the area from an impartial engineering firm such as MSA.  Chairman Derr will check on prices and will also contact Dane County regarding drainage concerns Mr. Veith has with the Grandview Subdivision.
Review and consider an application for a bartender license for Taylor Harbort, Gerk’s Junction.
Background check was clear.  Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to approve.  Motion carried.
Public hearing on Class B liquor license and Adult Entertainment Tavern license renewals.
Public hearing was opened at 8:45 p.m.  There was no comment.  Hearing closed at 8:46 p.m.
Grove moved to approve renewals for all current Class B license holders.  Templeton seconded. Motion carried.
Templeton moved to approve the Adult Entertainment Tavern License for Club Bristol.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
