September 16, 2013

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none 

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the August 12, 2013 were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Tracy LaHaise, resident of Sherwood Forest asked the board to consider working on ordinances to prevent contractors from working into the night hours in new subdivision areas.  She also expressed concerns that there will be speeding on the new connection to Craig Lane and requested some type of traffic calming measure at that curve.  Chairman Derr will speak to the developer about the intersection.

Gilbert Bradley asked about the section of Vinburn Road which was seal coated this year and where truck traffic has already worn the coating off.  Chairman Derr will have the seal coating contractor look at it again next spring.

Review and consider dates for open burning for Fall 2013.
Templeton moved to approve Oct. 10-13 and 24-27 and Nov. 7-10 and 21-24 as fall open burning dates.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a bartender license Jere Gardner, Gerk’s Junction.
Background check was clear and paperwork is in order.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve.  Motion carried.

Review and consider quotes from General Communications for DaneComm compliant digital radios.
After discussion, Templeton moved to approve up to $4000 for 4 radios and accessories.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for TRIP-D funding for reconstruction of Wilburn Road.
Dane County Highway has provided an estimate for complete rebuilding of Wilburn Road at over 1 million dollars.  Chairman Derr will contact them to have them revise the estimate for a less inclusive repair.  TRIP-D funding requests are due by Oct. 10.

Grove moved to make an application for TRIP-D funding.  Templeton seconded. Motion carried.

Discuss whether to begin accepting credit and debit cards at the Town Hall for certain fees.
After discussion, it was decided the clerk will do an informal survey of residents during tax collection time to see if there is resident interest in this service.
Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
