Planning Commission Meeting
May 12, 2014

Plan Commission Chair Sandy Dulin called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.  Present:  Dulin, Faber, Riege, Templeton, Tjugum, Ringelstetter and Willison.  Absent:  none

Minutes of the November 18, 2013 meeting were read.  Templeton moved, Riege seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Town Chairman Derr introduced new Plan Commission members James Ringelstetter and Brian Willison.

Review and consider a CSM to combine two parcels into one 2.67 acre parcel at 7224 Russet Road, Sec. 14 by Rodney Weisensel. And, review and consider a rezone of the 2.67 acre parcel at 7224 Russet Road, Sec. 14 from A-1 to A-2 to accommodate a residential outbuilding in excess of 16 feet tall by Rodney Weisensel.
Mr. Weisensel plans to build an outbuilding for storage of his personal property.  He is also requesting to combine his two current parcels into one for more flexibility in locating the new shed.  After discussion, Willison moved, Templeton seconded, to approve the CSM combining the two existing parcels.  Motion carried.

Tjugum then moved to approve the rezone from A-1 to A-2.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss a concept plan to rezone the C-1 portion of a property located at 2701 CTH V, Section 8 to allow for outdoor parking and/or storage of motor vehicles by Justin Sugden, and to apply for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to allow a camper parked on the property to be used as a residence.
Mr. Sugden had petitioned the Plan Commission and Town Board for permission to run a used car dealership in 2006.  That petition had been granted with conditions.  Templeton reviewed those conditions and noted that approximately 50% of them had not been complied with.  Currently, there are several zoning violations that Dane County has identified at the property.  Additionally, the fire inspector has made several visits over the past couple of years and has identified issues needing resolution.

Faber voiced concern over the camper being used as a residence and stated that it would set a bad precedent in the Town if that were to be allowed.  Several other plan commissioners agreed. Riege stated that the current condition of the property is a detriment to the value of neighboring properties and said that she could not support any new uses until the business has been run in a clean and orderly fashion for a minimum of one year.
