Review and consider the renewal of an existing CUP for mineral extraction operations of Stone Quarry Road, Section 34 by L&S, LLC, Wolf Paving Company, Inc., agent.
Wolf Paving is asking for a 3rd extension of the CUP to allow mineral extraction.  There are no planned changes to the business plan.

Faber moved to approve a new 10 year CUP for the applicant.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
