Update on Wilburn Road Reconstruction by MSA and request to submit bid.
MSA engineer Joe DeYoung gave an update on the project and asked the Board for permission to obtain bids.  Construction would be completed this summer before harvest season when Wilburn Road would need to be open.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to give permission for MSA to obtain bids for the Wilburn Road Reconstruction project.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on amendments to Ordinance Regulating Weight Limits for Vehicles on Town of Bristol Roads
Chairman Derr called the public hearing to order at 7:15.  There was no public comment.  Public hearing closed at 7:17p.m.

Review and consider proposed amendments to the Ordinance Regulating Weight Limits for Vehicles on Town of Bristol Roads.
Templeton moved to approve the proposed amendments.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider joining Local Government Storm Water Group.
The membership dues for this group are $200 per year.  Templeton moved to approve joining the group.  Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Review and consider support of an application for incorporation by the Town of Windsor.
