Town Board Meeting
June 8, 2015

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisor Grove.  Absent:  Supervisor Templeton.

Pledge of Allegiance 

Minutes of the May 11, 2015 meeting were read.  Supervisor Grove moved to approve as written, Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: 
	Tracy LaHaise, resident of Sherwood Forest, expressed concerns about increased traffic through the subdivision with the construction of the third addition to Norway Road Estates.  She said the additional traffic is traveling in excess of the 25 mph speed limit and are often not stopping at the new stop sign.  She is concerned about the safety of the many walkers and bike riders in the area.  Chairman Derr offered to ask our community deputies to do extra patrolling in the area.
	Ms. LaHaise also asked that the Board consider a noise ordinance as some of the new residents are causing disturbances later in the evening hours.

Review and consider a request for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for a dependency living arrangement/pool house located at 2891 Vinburn Road, Sec. 20 by Brian and Jessica Ring.
Supervisor Grove moved to approve the request for a CUP for the dependency living arrangement/pool house as requested by Brian and Jessica Ring.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Chairman Derr opened the public hearing on the liquor license renewal applications at 7 p.m.  There was no public comment.  Public hearing closed at 7:02 p.m.  Supervisor Grove moved to renew the licenses as listed.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Chairman Derr then opened the public hearing at 7:05 on the renewal of an Adult Entertainment Tavern license for BOW WOW Entertainment LLC, Club Bristol.  There was no public comment. Public hearing was closed at 7:06 p.m.  Chairman Derr moved to approve the license renewal.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider authorizing improvements to the Bristol Gardens Park.
The Parks Committee recommends allowing the neighbors in Bristol Gardens to arrange for the large dirt pile near the baseball diamond to be moved.  It was originally intended as a sledding hill but has since become a large mound of weeds that is too steep to mow.  They are also asking for Board approval for up to $500 for padding on the fence around the diamond and for sign boards allowing for posted schedules for field time.

Chairman Derr moved to approve up to $1500 for padding and sign boards.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Review and consider a resolution authorizing the Town of Bristol to borrow $480,000 from the Trust Funds of the State of Wisconsin for the purpose of financing the Wilburn Road reconstruction project.
Supervisor Grove made a motion to adopt the following resolution to secure financing for the Wilburn Road Reconstruction Project:
By the provisions of Sec. 24.66 of the Wisconsin Statutes, all municipalities may borrow money for such purposes in the manner prescribed, and,
By the provisions of Chapter 24 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin is authorized to make loans from the State Trust Funds to municipalities for such purposes. (Municipality as defined by Sec. 24.60(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes means a town, village, city, county, public inland lake protection and rehabilitation district, town sanitary district created under Sec. 60.71 or 60.72, metropolitan sewerage district created under Sec. 200.05 or 200.23, joint sewerage system created under Sec. 281.43(4), school district or technical college district.)
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Bristol, in the County(ies) of Dane, Wisconsin, borrow from the Trust Funds of the State of Wisconsin the sum of Four Hundred Eighty Thousand And 00/100 Dollars ($480,000.00) for the purpose of financing Wilburn Road reconstruction project and for no other purpose.
The loan is to be payable within 10 years from the 15th day of March preceding the date the loan is made. The loan will be repaid in annual installments with interest at the rate of 3.25 percent per annum from the date of making the loan to the 15th day of March next and thereafter annually as provided by law.
RESOLVED FURTHER, that there shall be raised and there is levied upon all taxable property, within the Town of Bristol, in the County(ies) of Dane, Wisconsin, a direct annual tax for the purpose of paying interest and principal on the loan as they become due.
RESOLVED FURTHER, that no money obtained by the Town of Bristol by such loan from the state be applied or paid out for any purpose except financing Wilburn Road reconstruction project without the consent of the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands.
RESOLVED FURTHER, that in case the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin agrees to make the loan, that the chairman and clerk of the Town of Bristol, in the County(ies) of Dane, Wisconsin, are authorized and empowered, in the name of the Town to execute and deliver to the Commission, certificates of indebtedness, in such form as required by the Commission, for any sum of money that may be loaned to the Town pursuant to this resolution. The chairman and clerk of the Town will perform all necessary actions to fully carry out the provisions of Chapter 24 Wisconsin Statutes, and these resolutions.
RESOLVED FURTHER, that this preamble and these resolutions and the aye and no vote by which they were adopted, be recorded, and that the clerk of this Town forward this certified record, along with the application for the loan, to the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin.
Chairman Derr seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken as follows:  Chairman Derr – aye,  Supervisor Grove – aye.  Supervisor Templeton was absent.  Motion carried.

Review and consider adopting “An Ordinance for Destruction of Obsolete Records.”
Chairman Derr moved to approve adopting the ordinance.  Supervisor Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider revising the Town policy and/or fee structure for rental of the Bristol Town Hall Community Room.
Recent rentals of the Community Room by some non-residents have resulted in damages to the room and/or building.  While we do collect a damage deposit, it is not always sufficient to compensate the Town for staff time and repairs needed to clean and repair the building.

After discussion, Chairman Derr made a motion to limit rentals to residents of the Town.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider signing an intergovernmental agreement between the Northeast Dane County Fire Unit (composed of the Town of Bristol and Town of Sun Prairie), and the City of Sun Prairie.
Chairman Derr reported that the language of the agreement has been finalized to the satisfaction of the NE Dane Fire Unit.

Grove moved to approve signing the intergovernmental agreement.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to approve, Derr seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.
