Town Board Meeting
July 6, 2015

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton. Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the June 8, 2015 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  Curt La Haise expressed concern about the temporary road patches in Sherwood Forest saying that they are not holding and that the roads need more permanent repair.

Review and consider the purchase of fencing around the Bristol Gardens Park baseball field.
Bristol Gardens resident Dan Hannan brought in a quote for a 4’ fence from Menards.  Developer Don Tierney has offered to have his crew install the fence without cost to the Town.  The cost of the fencing is estimated at approximately $2000.  A top pad will also be needed but the total costs should stay under $3000.

Templeton moved to approve up to $3500 for the fence and padding around the Bristol Gardens baseball field.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Presentation and discussion of a plan by MG&E to switch territorial coverage and begin serving the Town of Bristol.
MG&E engineer Don McClain explained that Schroeder Farms as well as the Bristol Town Hall have requested gas service to be extended to this area.  WE Energy serves the area, but has agreed to switch some territory with MG&E to allow them to extend gas service to portions of the northwest section of the Town.  Existing gas customers will not be affected by this change.  

MG&E is asking that the Town take an official Board vote to allow them to provide limited service.  Chairman Derr indicated that an item for vote will be on a future board agenda.

Review and consider a quote from MSA Professional Services to update the Town’s PASER ratings by the end of 2015.
MSA provided a quote of $3500 for the PASER update.  Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded. Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
