Review and consider a CSM to divide agricultural buildings on 28 acres from the remainder of the farmland at 3178 County Road V, De Forest, Section 6 by Cyril and Loraine Feiner.
This 2 lot CSM is to divide all the agricultural land from the farm buildings.  There is no plan to build a house on the new parcel since the area is low and not suitable for building.  The intent is to have the two lots always be sold and/or transferred together in the future.

Willison moved to approve the CSM.  Tjugum seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss a concept plan to convert 56.8 acres of land located in Section 30 of the Town of Bristol and Section 25 of the Town of Windsor to a new addition of the Bristol Gardens/Windsor Gardens subdivision by Don Tierney.
[bookmark: _GoBack]This proposed 40 lot addition to Bristol Gardens has land in both Bristol and the Town of Windsor.  After a great deal of discussion with both the developer and current residents of Bristol Gardens, the Plan Commission confirmed that they approved, in concept, this addition.  

Residents of Bristol Gardens had expressed some concerns with the proposed lot layouts and green space areas.  Mr. Tierney agreed to meet with them prior to submitting a preliminary plat to try to address these concerns.
