Plan Commission Meeting
September 14, 2015

Plan Commission Chairperson Sandy Dulin called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.  Present:  Dulin, Faber, Ringelstetter, Tjugum, Templeton.  Absent:  Riege, Willison

Minutes of the July 23, 2015 meeting were read.  Templeton moved to approve.  Faber seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none

Review and consider a rezone request for 1.01 acres from A-1 to RH-1 to allow creation of a new 2.2 acre residential lot at 2566 Happy Valley Road, Section 21, by Richard Renz.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Faber moved to approve the rezone of 1.1 acres to RH-1.  Tjugum seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM splitting 2.2 acres off an existing parcel to create a new residential lot at 2566 Happy Valley Road, Section 21 by Richard Renz.
After discussion, Tjugum moved to approve the CSM creating the new residential lot on the condition that no more splits be allowed from the original 71 acre farm.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.

Review and consider a preliminary plat of the Happy Valley Addition to Bristol Gardens Subdivision, Section 30, by Don Tierney.
The proposed preliminary plat includes 39 lots, 10 of which are in the Town of Windsor. The developer is still working with the Town of Windsor to obtain approvals of that portion of the plat.  He has also met with residents of the original part of Bristol Gardens to address their concerns about home placement and green spaces.  

There was discussion about the homes that will be bordering the golf course and the need to protect them from golf balls.  Mr. Tierney feels that there will be enough room on those lots to place the homes out of harm’s way.

Templeton moved to approve the preliminary plat of the Happy Valley Addition to Bristol Gardens.  Tjugum seconded.  Motion carried 4-1 with Faber voting no.

Templeton moved to adjourn.  Tjugum seconded.  Meeting ended at 6:45 p.m.
