Town Board Meeting
October 12, 2015

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the September 14, 2015 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as read.  Templeton seconded.   Motion carried.

Public comment:   James Bailey expressed concern over damages to Briar Lane near the new Lehman’s Addition and Parker’s Place subdivisions.  Chairman Derr said he has seen the damages and will be contacting the developer about needed repairs.  Mr. Bailey also said that speeding continues to be an issue on Briar Lane.

Review and consider a preliminary plat of the Happy Valley Addition to Bristol Gardens Subdivision, Section 30, by Don Tierney.
Dan Birrenkott explained that several of the lots do not meet the 33,000 sq. ft. minimum and that they are requesting a variance to accommodate them.  The average lot size is over 31,000 sq. ft.  He has also adjusted the preliminary plat map to show the extension of the walking trail through out lot 3 and to the roads.

Chairman Derr expressed concern that some subdivisions have had changes in the deed covenants after approval by the town.  He would like the list of conditions amended to add language prohibiting covenant changes after plat approval unless approved by the Town.  Developer Don Tierney agreed to this change.

Templeton moved to grant a variance to allow lots of 31,000 sq. ft. to be included in the development. Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Templeton then moved to approve the preliminary plat along with the list of 19 proposed conditions. Should the configuration of lots change during the process, the Town will revisit the design.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider authorizing MSA Professional Services to develop an application for TRIP-D funding for repairs to North Bird Street in 2016.
Travis McDermott of MSA was in attendance.  He explained that reconstruction of N Bird Street would be similar in scope to the Wilburn Road reconstruction.  Grove moved to authorize MSA to develop and submit a TRIP-D application for funding for this project.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider modifications to the original variance approval for changes to the Red Door Inn, 6925 Elder Lane, Sec. 22 by Tom Bobek.
Mr. Bobek has applied for an extension of his variance granted last year.  He is asking the County to make a change in the original variance which calls for a 45 degree angle in the building at the intersection of Branch Road and Elder Lane and to allow a canopy over the exterior door on the south side of the building.

Templeton moved to approve the variance extension request without the requirement that the building addition at the intersection be constructed at a 45 degree angle, and to include a canopy over the south side door.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider issuing a bartender license to Amy Marshall, Bristol Quik Mart, Veek’s Pub.
Background check is clear for Ms. Marshall.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded to approve the license.  Motion carried.

Review and consider Dane County 2015 Ordinance Amendment 16 regarding state certification of the farmland preservation zoning ordinance.
Grove moved to approve Ordinance Amendment 16.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to approve.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
