Town Board Meeting
November 9, 2015

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisor Templeton.  Absent:  Supervisor Seat #1, currently vacant due to resignation of former Supervisor Scott Grove.

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of October 12, 2015 meeting were read.  Templeton moved to approve as written.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried. 

Public comment:  Several residents of Bristol Gardens were in attendance.  They asked to get a copy of the conditions for the Happy Valley Addition to Bristol Gardens.  The clerk will email a copy to them.

They also asked for clarification on deed covenant enforcement in the subdivisions.  Chairman Derr explained that the developer enforces them until such time as a neighborhood association is formed.  He recommended they speak to Don Tierney about their concerns.

Review and consider an application for a Combination Class B Beer and Liquor License for the Midway Roadhouse, LLC, 6937 County Road N, by Joseph and Alexander Prebeg agents.
The Prebeg’s are planning to open in spring or early summer of 2016.  They are currently still renovating and updating the building and grounds. The background check on both was clear.

This is a reserve license which would normally cost $10,000.  However, the Town has an ordinance granting the excess fee over $400 back to the applicant.  Templeton moved to approve the Class B license for Midway Roadhouse.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider an application for a motor vehicle dealer’s license for Bristol Motors, LLC at 2701 County Road V, by Shawn Worzalla.
Several problems with this application were reviewed by the clerk. The dealer’s license application was incomplete and inaccurate. There are back taxes owed on the property and while no one at that location has had a dealer’s license in quite some time, there are consistently cars for sale displayed on the lot.  In addition, the applicant’s website advertises that he “buys and sells used cars.”

After discussion, Templeton moved to deny the license for selling used cars at the location.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved, Derr seconded, to approve.  Motion carried.  Templeton then moved to audit and pay bills.  Derr seconded.  Motion carried.
