Town Board Meeting
April 13, 2015

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the March 9, 2015 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:  None

Review and consider a Certified Survey Map separating 5.98 acres including a house and outbuildings from a 39.6 acre parcel on the Henry Stier estate at 6875 Elder Lane, Sec. 22 by Michael Stier, personal representative.
The CSM is to separate the house and outbuildings from the farm land for a family member to live on.  The remaining acreage has been sold to the Statz Brothers Farms.  

Templeton moved to approve the CSM as requested. Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution opposing a state budget bill proposal to change from municipal assessment to a county assessment system.
Grove moved to adopt the resolution opposing county assessment.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.  (Note: After the meeting, this item was removed from the state budget bill.)

Review and consider an intergovernmental agreement between the City of Sun Prairie and the Towns of Burke, Bristol and the Town of Sun Prairie and the Northeast Dane County Fire Unit pursuant to Section 66.0301, Wis. Stats.
There are still some language revisions the Towns are requesting to this agreement.  Templeton moved to table the item to allow time to complete the process. Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider making a donation to a fund set up for Wisconsin State Trooper Trevor Casper who was killed in the line of duty on March 24, 2015.
Chairman Derr expressed concern that a donation of this type may not be allowable from a public entity in Wisconsin.  After discussion, Templeton moved to make a $500 donation contingent upon an opinion by legal counsel that the gift is legal.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

(Note:  After the meeting, the Town checked with Wisconsin Towns Association legal counsel who advised that the donation would not be appropriate since the Trooper was not in the employ of the Town.  Donation was not made.)

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Templeton moved to accept.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
