Town Board Meeting
March 14, 2016

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Willison.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the February 8, 2016 meeting were read. Willison moved, Grove seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.  The minutes of the February 19, 2016 special meeting were then read.  Willison moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment:
Larry Weisensel asked about the possibility of a 2 acre land division on his 30 acre parcel.  His farm was originally divided off a 110 acre parcel now owned by the Statz Farms.  Since Bristol’s current Land Use Plan allows for a split on 35 acres, Chairman Derr suggested he first talk with the Statz farms about the possibility of a transfer of development rights from some of the remaining acreage.

Review and consider an application for a Class B Combination Beer and Liquor license for the Bristol One Stop, LLC, Danielle Bucheger, agent, upon surrender of the Class B license currently held by Bristol Quik Mart, 1831 CTH V.
The new owner is planning for liquor carry-outs only at this time with the possibility of serving at the bar in the future.  It has opened today as a gas station and convenience store along with food service.

Grove moved to approve the liquor license for the Bristol One Stop.  Willison seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider the final plat of the Happy Valley Addition to Bristol Gardens, Sec. 30 by Don Tierney.
The basic layout of the subdivision is the same as was approved on the preliminary plat.  Lot 40 has been created in order to make it easier to transfer that portion of land to two adjoining landowners who will be purchasing it.  The storm water plan has been done by MSA Professional Services.

Leon Veith was in attendance and asked for stub roads along the west side of the plat for possible future development of the golf course.  The developer noted that this request had not been made before and that Dane County has already approved the design as presented.  He also felt that there are no locations along that edge of the development that would be helpful to the golf course if it were to be developed.

After discussion, Supervisor Willison moved to approve the final plat of the Happy Valley Addition to Bristol Gardens with the condition that there be a deed notice on all lots bordering the golf course notifying owners that the golf course is there and that it is not responsible for golf balls that hit their property.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider renewing the Town membership in the Local Government Storm Water Group for 2016.
Supervisor Willison moved to approve the renewal.  Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Review and consider signing an application for a motor vehicle dealer’s license for Bristol Motors LLC, 2701 CTH V, stating that “operation of this dealer business at the location stated is in accordance with local zoning, building code and permit requirements.”
Shawn Worzalla and his attorney, Gary Antoniewicz, were in attendance.  After discussion, Supervisor Grove moved to approve signing the dealer’s license permit.   Supervisor Willison seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss the draft Boundary Agreement between the Village of Windsor and the Town of Bristol.
Supervisor Willison moved to postpone this item to allow time to meet with the town attorney.  Supervisor Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Set spring 2016 open burn dates.
The clerk proposed the following open burn dates:
March 31 – April 3, April 14 – April 17, April 28 – May 1 and May 12-15.
Supervisor Grove moved, Willison seconded, to approve the dates. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to approve.  Willison seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Willison seconded.  Motion carried.
