Town of Bristol
Annual Town Meeting
April 20, 2016

Chairman Derr called the 168th annual meeting of the Town of Bristol to order at 7:01 p.m. Minutes of the 2015 Annual Meeting were read.  Richard Renk moved to approve the minutes as written.  Sandy Dulin seconded.  Motion carried on a voice vote.

Sheriff’s Department Report:
Deputy Linda Hilgers reported that there were 1380 calls for service in Bristol in 2015 resulting in 396 citations.  She reviewed a shooting incident at Hwy N and StarCrest Trail which is still an ongoing investigation.  She also advised everyone to keep vehicles locked while parked in the driveway since there have been vehicle break-ins in the area.

Fire Department Report:
New Sun Prairie Fire Chief Chris Garrison was in attendance.  He introduced himself and reviewed a packet of information that showed there were 59 calls for service in the Town of Bristol in 2015.

Colonial Club Report:
Melody Riedel and Laura Jennings gave a summary of services and activities offered to our residents through the Colonial Club.  They also explained how the Club is raising a substantial amount to improve the building through grant writing.  They received a grant for new vans/buses as well as $174,000 for needed building improvements.

Library Report:
Sun Prairie Library Director Svetha Hetzler gave an overview of library activities and statistics.  The Sun Prairie Library has the largest circulation in Dane County outside of the City of Madison.  She also shared the 2015-2018 Library Plan of Service.  The Library opened in 1999 and will be 20 years old.  A space needs assessment has been started to determine how the library will need to change for the future.

EMS Report:
Jerry Derr presented the EMS report on behalf of Kep Anderson, EMS Director.  There were 133 calls for service in Bristol in 2015.  The EMS has added a new loading system for its ambulances in the past year.  

Public Works:
Recycling: We changed our vendor from Waste Management to Pellitteri Waste Systems in the past year.  We also purchased our own trash compactor.  These steps saved Bristol a good deal of money and allowed us to keep our permit fees at the same level for the past 3 years.  

Parks: Going well – no new projects have been proposed for this year.

Roads: Major project was a reconstruction of Wilburn Road near the Renk Seed Company.  Renk Seeds contributed to the cost and we received a 50% cost sharing award of TRIP-D money through the State. The bridge on Elder Lane is being replaced this year.  The Federal Government and Dane County are cost sharing on this project.  The Town will only be responsible for 10% of the total cost.

Financial Report:
Jerry did an overview of the 2015 Financial Report.  He also discussed the upcoming increase in costs for the Fire Department and the makeup of the Northeast Dane County Fire Unit.

Renew Town Borrowing Authority:
Sandy Dulin moved to renew the Town’s borrowing authority.  Second by Florence Schmitt.  Motion carried on a voice vote.

Other Business:
John Damm asked if there had been any progress on the issue of assessment of properties with water ways on them.  Chairman Derr said the issue is still not resolved.

Next Annual Meeting:
The 2017 Annual Meeting will be held on April 19th, 2017 at 7 p.m. (the 3rd Wednesday in April 2017).
