Plan Commission Meeting
June 13, 2016

Plan Commission Chairperson Dulin called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.  Present:  Dulin, Faber, Riege, Tjugum, Willison, Ringelstetter.  There is one vacancy.

Minutes of the September 14, 2015 meeting were read.  Faber moved, Riege seconded to approve as written.

Public comment: none

Review and discuss a concept plan for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to allow a greenhouse to be built on property zoned C-2, 7729 Shady Drive, Sec. 2 by Dan Ringelstetter.
Mr. Ringelstetter explained his plans and said he does not expect to have retail customers at the location.  Rather, he will be selling in bulk and delivering to his customers.  This will keep the amount of traffic on the road to a minimum.

After much discussion regarding the project layout and the amount of water usage and waste products to be generated, the Plan Commission recommended that Mr. Ringelstetter proceed and file an application with the Town and with Dane County.

Review and discuss a concept plan to allow a 2 acre CSM land division off of a 34 acre parcel on Wilburn Road, Sec. 9, by Dennis Jesberger and Clark Langley.
Mr. Langley has since changed his concept plan from the 2 acre lot on Wilburn Road to a one acre lot on Muller Road.  The change was due to the 2 acre location being next to the river.  This was causing numerous issues with flood plains and setbacks.

The one acre parcel is placed to allow Dennis Jesberger to have an access road for his farm field next to the property.  Mr. Jesberger owns over 200 acres and has only used one split so far.

The Plan Commission agreed that the one acre parcel on Muller Road is the better option and advised Mr. Langley to move ahead with applications to the Town Board and Dane County.

Review and discuss a concept plan to divide two lots off of the Porter farm located at the NE corner of the intersection of Norway Road and Muller Road, Sec. 17 by Lois and Fred Porter and Kimberly Porter.
These are the last 2 splits allowed on the Porter farms outside the development area.   The Town land use plan only allows one split every five years.  In order to approve this 2 lot CSM, the Town would have to grant a waiver from the five year requirement.

The Plan Commission discussed the waiver in depth considering whether this will set a future precedent.  The final recommendation was to agree to the waiver since these are the last two splits the owners are entitled to and since, for several years, there have been very few CSM land division requests in the Town.  Recommendation to file applications with the Town Board and Dane County to move forward.

Review and consider a CSM combining Drumlin Creek subdivision Lots 37 and 38 into a single lot located on Lily View Lane, Sec. 12, by Bill Paulson.
These lots are in the next phase of Drumlin Creek.  The potential buyer wants to buy two lots and will build a house in the center of the newly created lot.

Faber expressed concern based on a memo written by legal counsel during the development of the land use plan that stated lots should be of consistent size.  After discussion, Riege moved to approve the CSM combining the two lots into one.  Ringelstetter seconded.  Motion carried 4 yes, 1 no (Faber).
