Town Board Meeting
July 11, 2016

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present:  Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Willison.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes of the June 13, 2016 were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Derr seconded. Motion carried.  Minutes of the Special Meeting of June 22, 2016 were then read.  Willison moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  

Public comment:  Karen McKim introduced herself and explained why she is running as a non- partisan candidate for Dane County Clerk.

Doug Tjugum asked when the draft Windsor Bristol agreement will be ready for review.  Chairman Derr explained that Attorney Hazelbaker is making final revisions.

Review and consider a 1 acre CSM land division off a 40 acre parcel on Muller Road, Sec. 15, by Dennis Jesberger and Clark Langley.
This is only the second split off the Dennis Jesberger property.  Willison moved to approve the CSM land division.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider granting a waiver of the 1 split per five year requirement to allow two lots to be split off the Porter Farm in Sec. 17.
The Planning Commission reviewed this request as a concept plan and did not object to the waiver since these are the last two splits allowed on the Porter farm outside the development area.  

Chairman Derr asked that a vision corner be added to Lot 2 since it is located at an intersection.

After discussion, Willison moved to approve the waiver allowing the two lot CSM conditioned on the addition of a vision corner on Lot 2 and on no further splits being allowed from this farm.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM dividing two lots off of the Porter farm located at the NE corner of the intersection of Norway Road and Muller Road, Sec. 17 by Lois and Fred Porter, Tom and Kimberly Porter and Dawn and Bill Porter.
Willison moved to approve with the conditions as stated above.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution giving notice of intent to withdraw from County zoning.
By October 20, 2016, Towns that may want to opt out of County zoning need to give notice.  The Town can decide not to go through with the opt out, but giving notice preserves the right to put it on an Annual Meeting Agenda and be effective January 1, 2018.

Grove moved, Willison seconded, to give notice of intent to withdraw from County zoning.  Motion carried.

Review and discuss possible transfer of levy limit from Dane County to the Town of Bristol, and consider action to clarify whether the Department of Revenue would support such a transfer.
The Towns are discussing whether to ask for a determination on this issue by an Administrative Law Judge.  Since costs would be involved (amount unknown at this time), Grove moved to approve going forward with this idea provided that the other Towns intending to opt out of county zoning share the costs equitably.  Willison seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a resolution urging the Governor and State Legislature to support a policy of “Just Fix It” for state roads and to agree upon a solution that includes a responsible level of bonding and adjusts our user fees to adequately and sustainably fund Wisconsin’s transportation system.
Willison moved to adopt the Just Fix It Resolution and send copies to the Governor and our Legislators.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a bartender license for Susan Klaila, NV Corners, 2710 CTH V.
Background check was clear.  Grove moved to approve the bartender license.  Willison seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to approve.  Willison seconded. Motion carried. Willison then moved to audit and pay bills.  Grove seconded. Motion carried.
