Chairman Derr advised him to develop a concept plan which can be scheduled to be heard by the Plan Commission when he is ready.

Review and consider a CSM lot line adjustment, adding land to CSM 8412, Lot 2 to include the entire existing driveway on Lot 2, Section 12 by James and Vickie Miller.
This adjustment will allow the entire driveway to be located on a single parcel.  The current easement noted on the CSM will be vacated.

Supervisor Willison moved to approve the CSM.  Supervisor Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Background checks for all the applicants were clear.  Grove moved, Willison seconded, to approve the licenses.  Motion carried.

Review and consider replacement of shop and canopy lights with led lights.
The replacement lights are eligible for Focus on Energy rebates due to energy savings.  Supervisor Willison moved to approve the replacements.  Supervisor Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Willison moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.  Grove then moved to audit and pay bills.  Willison seconded.  Motion carried.
