Town Board Meeting
November 14, 2016

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Willison.  Absent: none

Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes to the October 13, 2016 meeting were read.  Grove moved to approve as written.  Willison seconded.  Motion carried.

Public comment: Doug Tjugum asked for an informational meeting regarding the possibility of opting out of Dane County Zoning.

Review and consider a Town of Bristol contribution toward the Northeast Dane County Fire Unit’s purchase of a new fire tanker truck.
Sun Prairie Fire Chief Chris Garrison was in attendance.  He explained that the current truck is a 1987 model which is no longer code-compliant.  The department obtained 4 bids.  The low bid was not acceptable since it did not include necessary equipment.  The highest bid was more than $30,000 higher than the others and was also discarded.  The two remaining bids were within $700 of each other.  The department is recommending the WI Built Truck.  It is a 3000 gallon tender truck priced at $261,386.

Supervisor Willison moved to approve purchase of the tender truck as recommended by the Fire Department.  Supervisor Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on the proposed intergovernmental boundary agreement between the Town of Bristol and the Village of Windsor.
The public hearing was called to order at 6:55 p.m.  Chairman Derr gave an overview of the agreement and the background for it.  The hearing closed at 7:15 p.m.

Supervisor Willison moved to adopt the resolution approving the Windsor/Bristol Boundary Agreement.  Supervisor Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a proposal from Johnson Block & Co. for the 2016 Town of Bristol Financial Audit.

Treasurer’s report was presented. Grove moved to approve. Willison seconded.  Motion carried.  Willison then moved to audit and pay bills.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
