Planning Commission Meeting

June 6, 2011

Plan Commission Chairman Ringlestetter called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Present: Ringelstetter, Gau, Riege, Templeton, Schwerdtfeger.  Absent: Faber and Dulin.

Minutes of the January 24, 2011 meeting were read.  Templeton moved to approve as written. Riege seconded.  Motion carried with Gau abstaining.

Public comment: none

Review and consider a Certified Survey Map for a 5.04 acre land division from a 40.3 acre parcel on Muller Road for the purpose of constructing an electrical substation by Wisconsin Power & Light Company and Joe and Rita Kaltenberg, Section 18.
Alliant representative Brian Cooke presented a revised preliminary CSM which has taken into account previous Town of Bristol and Dane County comments.  Wetlands on the parcel have been delineated and Alliant will be working with the DNR and Dane County regarding erosion control and storm water management issues.

Several neighboring property owners were in attendance and had the following comments:


Cory Kvalo – raised concerns about the amount of power in the area affecting the drain tile and the possibility of the tile being damaged during construction.


Dennis Laufenberg - asked about the rules for required distance from livestock.  According to Alliant, the Public Service Commission guideline is ¾ mile from a dairy operation.  No other regulations are in place regarding livestock.


Annie Tremaine – said she had requested information from Alliant on electrical blackouts in the area and loss of service statistics which she never received.  She questions the need for the substation.  Brian Cooke said the Company is trying to avoid service outages and that this substation will fill a void in the service area due to growth and the age of existing equipment.  

Templeton moved to approve the revised CSM.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review and consider a Certified Survey May for a 2.3 acre land division from a 40.4 acre parcel located at 2361 County Road V, Section 10, by Len, Kay, Scott and James Ringelstetter.
Chairman Ringelstetter stepped down for discussion of this issue.

The Ringelstetter’s are interested in dividing 2.3 acres from a 40 acre parcel to build a home.  Dane County has approved a driveway permit and perk testing is complete. They will use the existing well.

Gau moved to approve.  Schwerdtfeger seconded.  Motion carried.

Gau then moved to adjourn.  Templeton seconded. Meeting ended at 8:05 p.m.
