Town Board Meeting

September 8, 2008

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.

Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the August 11, 2008 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton second, to approve as written.

Public comment: Deputy Block reported on two recent incidences of underage drinking at a residence on Starlight Court.  He also said that compliance checks have been done at establishments holding Class B Liquor Licenses in Bristol.  None of the license holders sold alcohol to underage persons during these checks.
Discussion was also held regarding possible sites for the speed board to be set up.

Review and consider a claim for damages to a bicycle tire by Mark Kulow.

Mr. Kulow sustained damage to his bike tire from sharp materials in the new seal coating.  After discussion, Templeton moved to pay the claim for $30.58 with correspondence indicating that this is a one-time good will gesture and that it is not advisable to ride on newly seal coated roads.  Chairman Derr seconded.  Motion carried, 2 – 1 (Grove dissenting).

Review and consider a moratorium on issuance of building permits for outdoor furnaces.
Templeton moved to approve a moratorium on issuance of building permits for outdoor furnaces to give the Town Board more time to study the issue.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.
Public hearing on an ordinance to adopt a town fire code to include regulation of open burning, outdoor fired furnaces, fire prevention requirements and the knox box requirement.

Mr. and Mrs. Dahlen discussed their concerns about the smoke resulting from outdoor furnaces and the possible health issues associated with them.

Review and consider a town fire code ordinance to include regulation of open burning, outdoor fired furnaces, fire prevention requirements and the knox box requirement.

Grove moved to postpone.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
Public hearing on an expansion of the parks closing hours ordinance to include prohibition of skate boarding, rollerblading and motorized vehicles on park property.

There was no public comment on this item.

Review and consider an expansion of the parks closing hours ordinance to include prohibition of skate boarding, rollerblading and motorized vehicles on park property.

Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on an Illicit Discharge Control Ordinance which regulates discharge of any substance into the municipal storm sewer or drainage way.
Chairman Derr explained that this ordinance is required by the Phase II storm water planning we are currently doing.  

Review and consider an Illicit Discharge Control Ordinance which regulates discharge of any substance into the municipal storm sewer or drainage way.

Templeton moved to approve.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Public hearing on an ordinance to require proper disposal of pet waste.
This is another requirement under the Phase II storm water plan.

Review and consider an ordinance to require proper disposal of pet waste.

Grove moved to approve, Templeton seconded. Motion carried.

Review and consider becoming a participating employer in the Wisconsin Retirement System and Group Health Insurance Program.

Chairman Derr moved to postpone these items to give the Board a chance to review the related documents.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider disposal of surplus town property by salvage.

The Diehl Neumaier Company quoted $120/ton for salvage value of the old crawler.  Lonn estimated that the weight was approximately 7 tons which would result in approx. $840 – more than would likely be obtained by selling it.  
Grove moved to approve the salvage of the crawler.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider participation in Waste Management’s LampTracker fluorescent bulb recycling program.

Templeton moved to approve, Grove seconded. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
