Town Board Meeting

August 11, 2008

Chairman Derr called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.  Present: Chairman Derr, Supervisors Grove and Templeton.  Absent: none.
Deputy Block led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the July 14, 2008 meeting were read.  Grove moved, Templeton seconded, to approve as written.  Motion carried.

Public comment: none.

Discuss open burning permit process currently in place for the Town of Bristol.

Sun Prairie Volunteer Fire Department Chief Steve Knaus was in attendance to discuss the current burning permit process.   The Town brought up the following concerns:
· The Towns of Sun Prairie, Burke and Bristol do not have the same requirements in order to obtain permits.  Residents in Sun Prairie and Burke need only call in when burning whereas Bristol residents are required to obtain a written permit.

· Bristol residents have, in the past, had a difficult time reaching someone at the fire department to obtain the permits.

· There is no back up process for times when the chief’s assistant is unavailable to assist residents.

Chief Knaus stated the need for a written permit and said he is working with the other two towns to get the process in place in those areas also – this will likely be done by spring of 2009.  He suggested the following weekends for the fall burning weekends: October 17 – 19 and 24 – 26 and November 7 – 9 and 14 – 16.  He also gave an assurance that the fire station would be staffed during regular hours each week before a burning weekend to ensure that residents are able to obtain their permits.  If Angie is unavailable to be there, someone else will fill in.
During discussion, residents in attendance asked for open burning days during the week to accommodate those who work weekends.  It was suggested to add Thursdays to some of the burning weekends.

The final open burning schedule for fall 2008 is:  

1. October 16 – 19

2. October 24 – 26

3. November 6 – 9

4. November 14 – 16

Review and consider 2 CUPs for the Bristol Quik Mart, 1831 County Road V, Columbus, Sec. 12 by Tom Viken.  One CUP is for the operation of a tavern in a C-2 Zoning District and the other is for a drive-in establishment in a C-2 zone.

The Bristol Quik Mart has already been approved for a Class B liquor license.  The CUPs are needed to bring into compliance with County Zoning.  Templeton moved to approve both CUP applications.  Grove seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a CSM land division request for a 5.5 acre parcel on Gilbertson Road, Sec. 6, by KC Enterprises of Dane County LLC, Keith Gilbertson owner.
The owner has requested a postponement on this issue.  Grove moved to postpone, Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Review and consider a request by the North Bristol Sportsmen’s Club (NBSC), Sec. 13, to expand the area zoned as RE-1 for the pistol and rifle range and to remove a deed restriction currently in place under the existing CUP limiting firearms on the range to pistols and .22 rifles.
The Plan Commission recently recommended approving this request with a list of conditions drafted by Attorney Hazelbaker.  During discussion, the following changes were made to those conditions:

· Condition #1 – added “rifles/pistols

· Condition #7 – added “except for law enforcement agency personnel and subject to club approval.”

· Condition #9, sub-point 4, add “or licensed security personnel, subject to club approval.”

· Condition #15 was added to read: “A sign will be posted in the bar and at the entrance to all ranges prohibiting the consumption of alcohol or presence of alcohol on any firing range.”

Templeton moved, Grove seconded, to approve the expansion of the RE-1 zoning and the CUP to remove the existing deed restriction with the list of 15 conditions as amended.  Motion carried.

Review and consider the appointment of John Welke as Bristol liaison to the Sun Prairie School District.

Grove moved to approve the appointment.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Discussion regarding options for town assessment services as the end of the current assessor contract on November 30, 2008.

The assessment contract with Gardiner Appraisals expires at the end of November 2008. The Town has not sought bids for assessor services for some time.  After discussion the Board decided to issue a Request for Quotes (RFQ) in which we ask for a price for ongoing assessment services, a customer service plan and references.  Interviews with the board may also be required.
Review and consider approval of the contract with MSA for the Muller Road Bridge replacement project.

Grove moved to approve the contract.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was presented.  Grove moved to audit and pay bills.  Templeton seconded.  Motion carried.
